


                 ADORATIONGod’s love is very different from human love.  One sure way of knowing we don’t fully understand God's love is to have the thought,  “Now I get it”.   No you don’t.  We might gather inspiration or consolation from receiving the warmth of God’s love or experiencing a moment of clarity about a certain situation,  BUT our human hearts cannot contain the immensity of God's love any more than we can collect all the waters from the ocean and empty them into a thimble.
We only benefit from how God “so loved the world."  He is love and He gives Himself to us not so we can possess Him, but so that we can enter into His presence.  Imagine possessing the sun!  You’d be toast.  All we need to do is enter into the presence of the sun to be warmed and to see things in its light.  So, it is with God.  Just being in His Presence is enough.  This is why we come to Adoration.  To bask in the warmth of His Presence.
If you have never experience Adoration on Wednesday from 12 noon to 1PM, please try to pay our Lord a visit.  There is nothing for you do do, but sit in quiet solitude and listen to God speak to and with you.  God is present everywhere because God is being itself.  You can experience God’s presence in the mountains, looking at a sunset,  looking up at the stars at night, and the smile of a small child, but the mode of Christ's presence under the Eucharistic species is unique. It raises the Eucharist above all the sacraments as "the perfection of the spiritual life and the end to which all the sacraments tend." In the most blessed sacrament of the Eucharist "the body and blood, together with the soul and divinity, of our Lord Jesus Christ and, therefore, the whole Christ is truly, really, and substantially contained." "This presence is called 'real' - by which is not intended to exclude the other types of presence as if they could not be 'real' too, but because it is presence in the fullest sense: that is to say, it is a substantial presence by which Christ, God and man, makes himself wholly and entirely present."
