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Ordination 2020

God’s call to five men overcame many twists and turns in
recent months leading up to the Sacrament of Holy Orders
on Saturday, June 27, in the Cathedral of the Immaculate
Conception.

The ordinations of the Rev. Samuel Bond, Rev. Joseph
Caraway, Rev. Andrew DeRouen and Rev. Levi Thomp-
son to the priesthood — the largest number of priests to
be ordained at one time in the 40-year history of the Dio-
cese of Lake Charles — was a reminder that God’s grace
always prevails, even amidst a pandemic. Joining these
four men on his own priestly journey was Rev. Mr. Mi-
chael Beverung as he was ordained a transitional dea-
con. With God’s grace, he will be ordained to the priest-
hood in 2021.

His Excellency, The Most Reverend Glen John Provost,
Bishop of Lake Charles, was the ordaining prelate for the
invitation-only Mass that was streamed live on social me-
dia and through the diocesan website. In his homily,
Bishop Provost stressed the importance of Wisdom from
the Book of Sirach.

“A priest must be humble enough to admit his weakness,
courageous enough to act on the truth, prudent enough to
judge when he must speak, and patient enough to know
when he must be silent,” he said. “All of this requires Wis-
dom, a Wisdom which you do not possess, that comes
from God, and that remains a gift.

“A priest needs this Wisdom in abundance,” Bishop Pro-
vost continued, “especially in this challenging world. ...
The greater the challenge, the more is required of your
response. This is the work of Wisdom.”

He also reminded the ordinands of the important role
prayer plays in their vocation. “As Pope Benedict in the
Year for Priests reminded us, people look to the priest to
be an expert in prayer,” said Bishop Provost. “Through his
example of prayer and personal relationship with God, the
priest informs us that God is not some philosophical ab-
straction but a deeply personal God who touches our
hearts, minds, and souls.”

At the conclusion of his remarks, Bishop Provost ex-
pressed what a happy day it was for the Diocese of Lake
Charles saying, “United with family and friends, bishop and
priests, deacons and religious, we all rejoice in the graces
that will flow at the opening of Wisdom’s arms and the em-
brace of Christ, the bridegroom of his Church.”

The collective gathering of priests, including several retired
servants of God, was a visible reminder of their selfless
vocation in service to others.

Bishop Provost expressed his congratulations to all the
families of the newly ordained saying that the call to priest-

hood issues forth from family life by creating a fertile
ground of prayer. He also acknowledged the clergy in the
Diocese of Lake Charles thanking his brother priests for all
their good work.

The four newly ordained priests offered blessings individu-

ally to Bishop Provost. They will each take up their assign-

ments as parochial vicars effective July 1, as announced

by the Very Rev. Ruben Villarreal:

¢ Father Caraway at St. Henry Parish in Lake Charles

+ Father DeRouen at St. Theodore Parish in Moss Bluff

SAINT MARIA GORETTI (1890-1902)

Does anything match a
mother’s pride in her chil-
dren? First Communions,
confirmations, gradua-
tions, weddings: how
these delight a mother’s
heart!

Imagine, then, Assunta
Goretti, the only mother
ever to attend her child’s
canonization! In poverty-
stricken rural ltaly, wid-
owed Assunta tended
fields for the Serenelli
. family, whose eighteen-
' year-old son, Alessandro,
. .+ propositioned her barely
Sl SR twelve-year-old Maria;
then, when she resisted,
crying, “It is a sin! God forbids it!” he stabbed her fourteen
times. As she lay dying, Maria assured the attending
priest, “Yes, | forgive Alessandro! | want him to be in
Paradise with me someday.”

Imprisoned, unrepentant, Alessandro changed after
dreaming that a radiant Maria had offered him fourteen
lilies. “I've kept my promise,” she smiled. “You'll be here
with me someday.” Upon release, he rushed to beg As-
sunta’s forgiveness. “Jesus has forgiven you,” she re-
plied, “my Maria, too. How can | refuse?” Next morning,
mother and murderer walked arm in arm to church and
knelt side by side for Communion.

¢ Per Bishop Provost: “The dispensation from the
obligation to attend Holy Mass on Sundays and
Holy Days of Obligations remains in effect. Those
experiencing symptoms should seek medical at-
tention and remain at home.”

¢ If you are not feeling well, or if someone in your
family is ill, please do not attend Mass.

¢ Holy water is provided in small containers at each
entrance. Please limit one per family so that eve-
ryone may get one.

¢ To adhere to social distancing, do not sit in the
roped off pews.

¢ ltis highly recommended, but not mandatory, that
a mask be worn.

+ Please avoid touching the pews or other church
surfaces unnecessarily (ushers/volunteers must
thoroughly disinfect after each Mass).

¢ There will be separate communion lines for re-
ceiving in the hand or on the tongue.

¢ No singing by the congregation is allowed.
¢ No missalettes.
¢ The sign of peace is temporarily suspended.

¢ Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion are
not to distribute Communion.

¢ Do not use the drinking fountain in the foyer of
the day chapel.

An Act of Spiritual Communion

My Jesus, | believe that You are present in the Most
Holy Sacrament. | love You above all things, and |
desire to receive You into my soul. Since | cannot at
this moment receive You sacramentally, come at least
into my heart. | embrace You as if You are already
there and unite myself wholly to You. Never permit me
to be separated from You. Amen.

(You may make this Act of Spiritual Communion any-
time you need it and as often as you need it.)
