All About Tomatoes


When it comes to Texas suburban gardening, tomatoes are king! Delicious and nutritious, this fruit lends itself to so many uses. You can eat them right off the vine, have them handy to throw them into your family meals each night (without a trip to the store), bag them and freeze them to use all year, or just hand them out to friends, co-workers and neighbors as an always welcome treat. While they are considered fairly easy to grow, even the most experienced gardeners find they have mixed results from year to year. Here are a few tips to help you have more hits than misses.





Tomato Tips


1. Don't plant in the shade. At least six hours of sun each day is essential. Sunlight = large, tasty fruit. Shade = skinny, straggly vines.


2. Prepare the site by mixing in organic matter and fertilizer. Most soils are too low in organic matter and fertility. Lowes, Home Depot, and Gaddy’s can help you pick the right soil, mulch, and fertilizer.


3. Plant in raised beds or large pots to help control weeds and target your watering right where it is needed.


4. Select locally proven varieties with a VFN after their name. There are plenty of diseases and insects out there that would love to have a shot at your tomatoes. By selecting a VFN variety you are two diseases and one case of nematodes ahead of the game. Plant two or more varieties to hedge your bets. There is no "perfect" variety! What was #1 last year may be a dud this year.


5. Use a starter solution at transplanting to get plants off to a good start. This could be either a synthetic “liquid feed” product or an organic solution like compost or manure tea, or fish emulsion. Pour a cup of diluted solution in the planting hole and then water plants in with the same solution after planting.


6. Mulch soil a few weeks after planting to control weeds and hold moisture. Mulch also reduces some disease problems.


7. Stake or cage plants to keep fruit off the ground. Caging without suckering = more, smaller, later fruit. Staking and removing suckers = fewer, larger, earlier fruit. Take your pick!


8. Feed plants weekly with a balanced fertilizer beginning after the first fruit set. Growing, producing plants get hungry. Once the first fruit set you really need to push plants along with good nutrition, especially the new hybrid varieties.


9. Water regularly when the weather begins to warm up. Deep soakings are best.


10. Inspect plants regularly for signs of insect and disease damage. Early control is very important! If you find a caterpillar on the plant, pull it off immediately. These guys try to ruin all your hard work! They can be hard to find, but they glow under a UV light at night. Also look for piles of worm poo and track straight up.


Easy Backyard Gardening


If you have tried gardening in Springbrook, you may have noticed a layer of rock or hard clay (caliche) about 4-5 inches below the soil. You don’t have to rent an auger, and you don’t have to give up. Try these simple and inexpensive projects to get your backyard garden producing this year.


Boxes: Raised Bed Gardening


All you really need is 4 pieces of lumber, screws and a power drill. You can use 2x4’s or 4x4’s if you plan to pull up the sod and till the soil inside the box, or use taller pieces and landscape fabric on the bottom if you  want to skip most of that work. If you use taller sides, you may want to shore up the corners with extra wood blocks. The dimensions of the box are up to you; just make sure you have enough room to mow around all sides of it. Then fill it with good soil and plant away! Remember, it does not have to be fancy to be effective.

Pots: Container Gardening


Have you noticed how expensive plastic pots are at the hardware store? To get one big enough to grow tomatoes or carrots, you are spending $10 or more!!!


Why not try paint buckets instead? All you have to do is drill around 8 holes in the bottom, and at $2/ea it is well worth the extra effort. A large bag of Miracle Gro Potting Soil (2.5 cu ft) costs around $13, and each bag fills at least two buckets. The best part is that they are portable, so if your plants aren’t getting the right amount of light, you can just move them! Pick the buckets up if needed to let the excess water drain out after heavy rains or watering.
