Lawn Plan


The board asked the management company to be fairly lenient regarding dead lawns over the past few seasons because the drought restricted the homeowner’s ability to remedy the situation. However, we cannot allow dusty or muddy lawns forever. We have asked the affected homeowners to make a plan of action so that as soon as the weather improves and it becomes practical to re-seed and/or re-sod, you are able to do so. If you have any questions about this policy, please contact the property management group or the board.





Summer Gardening Tips


(If you’d like to see something other than gardening tips in here each quarter, shoot us an email and let us know what interests you!)


All Summer:


Potted plants may need to be watered daily now.


Raise your lawnmower up to a higher setting to avoid stressing the grass.


Leave the grass clippings on the lawn. This forms a layer of protection from the sun for the soil and the tender new grass blades. It also provides nutrients to the soil.


Make sure all planting beds have a good layer of mulch on them (2-3 inches deep).


Remove spent buds from any flowers.


July:


Trim back herbs and perennials.


Fertilize and use fungicide as needed.


Pull up spent tomato and squash plants.


Plant peppers and tomatoes again for a second (fall) harvest. Try to shade these new plants from the worst of the heat.


August:


The best time to water now is 4am to 6am. Water deeply several times per week.


At the end of the month, prune roses back by 1/4th and fertilize them.


Let mums form flower buds now.


Trim any plants that are not showing good quality foliage, are growing out of bounds, and/or have signs of disease (bag and dispose of branches/stems). 


Consider providing mid-day shade for any plants that look stressed by the heat. Solar screen is available at landscaping stores, and you can use PVC poles to prop it up near the plant.


Pull up and dispose of any VERY dead plants that did not survive the summer, and make beds ready for fall planting. Careful though, sometimes they come back next year.


September:


Plant green beans and Swiss chard at the beginning of the month. 


Add compost to all garden beds.


Watch for fall webworms and treat, break open the webs to allow wasps to enter them.


At the end of the month, plant flowers (such as marigolds, and petunias), greens (such as cilantro, lettuce, spinach), and most types of perennials and shrubs.
