THE SIGN OF PEACE AT MASS

Unfortunately, flu season has arrived. Since germs are often spread
from surfaces to hands and from hand to hand, healthcare professionals
recommend frequent hand washing. You will notice that all
extraordinary ministers of Holy Communion have been instructed to
use hand sanitizer before distributing Holy Communion. According to
tradition, priests ritually wash their hands before and during Mass.
However, some people have understandably expressed concern with
the sign of peace. If you feel comfortable extending a hand at Mass,
please, remember that your neighbor may need to be cautious. Some
people are more susceptible to germs, while others are considerate in
not wishing to pass on their own germs and so may wish to refrain from
shaking hands at the sign of peace. So, after the invitation to extend the
sign of peace, please, do not be offended if your fellow pew sitter gives
some other sign such as a wave or a slight bow. The sign of peace is a
symbolic representation of the peace we wish to bear in our souls.
Mutual respect is itself a sign of peace. Peace be with you!
