LENT FAQS
What are the "marks of Lent"?
The "marks of Lent" are the traditional practices associated with
the Season of Lent: Prayer, Fasting, and Almsgiving. All three are
rooted in Scripture and provide us with ways to grow closer to
God

e Prayer: Prayer is a conversation with God. It should always
be at the heart of our spiritual life, but it is essential when we
also try and take on fasting and almsgiving because it is the
start of our outward actions and it ensures that they are root-
ed in God and not our own sense of self.

e Fasting: We often think of fasting as giving up food, and we
do fast in that sense at points during Lent, as well as abstain
from eating meat. However, fasting is about more than food.
It is an early practice of the Church which also has roots in
the Jewish faith. It helps us see our dependence on God for
our very lives. It is also often a noble practice to "fast" from
other things that are not bringing us closer to God: gossip,
being quick to judge others, consuming media that is not
edifying, etc. All of these things help us remember that we
need to be focused first on God and his care for us and that
we should hunger for him.

e Almsgiving: Through prayer and fasting we are reminded of
our total dependence on God and on his love for us as His
children. Almsgiving is a natural outgrowth of that reality. It
allows us to show our gratitude to God for all he has given us
and is an outward show of the love we have for our neigh-
bors as children of God.
