GOOD NEWS REFLECTION:  HOW TO HAVE HOLY 
FAMILIES 

The scriptures for this Feast Day instruct us on how to have 
holy families. The reading from Sirach tells children (young and 
old) to "honor" and "revere" their parents, to be considerate of 
them when they get old and feeble and to be kind to them even 
if they fail to love us well. It does not say that we have to obey 
our parents all the time. This scripture never uses the word 
"obey".  We are to only obey God, and if a parent instructs us 
to do what God wants us to do (as in the responsorial Psalm), 
then by obeying Mom or Dad, we're obeying God, but if a 
parent disobeys God, we are not to follow him or her into sin. 
We can honor and revere our parents by respecting their 
personhood even while refusing to cooperate with their sins.  
The reading from Colossians instructs us to "put on love, the 
bond of perfection", and to make sure that the peace of Christ 
controls our hearts. How? Saint Francis de Sales put it this 
way: "Never be in a hurry; do everything quietly and in a calm 
spirit. Do not lose your inner peace for anything whatsoever, 
even if your whole world seems upset."  Verse 18 is not saying 
that wives should do this by obeying their husbands as if in a 
child-father relationship. To understand this scripture, replace 
the word "subordinate" or "submit" with "accept his loving 
protection". God has put the husband in charge of providing 
protection for the family (which is why in the Gospel reading it's 
Joseph, not Mary, who was given the dream). This includes 
spiritual protection, teaching holiness and leading the family to 
heaven. In other words: The husband is in charge of providing 
God's radical love to the family.  Notice that the husband is 
commanded to love his wife. Why isn't the wife told to love her 
husband? Because by nature she's a nurturer and a care-giver. 
But the man, created to protect, is by nature a warrior. To be 
holy, the husband overcomes his innate urge to protect himself 
so that he can make loving sacrifices to protect his family -- 
just like Jesus.  When a wife submits herself to the protection 
of her husband, if he is being the man whom God created him 
to be, she is placing herself into God's protection. And the 
husband is giving her Christ's radical love.  Which of your 
family relationships needs to become holier? What can you do 
this week to improve these by (choose the ones that apply) 
honoring your parents, teaching your children about the faith, 
or loving your spouse (or ex-spouse) the way Christ loves?  
Husbands (and ex-husbands and widowers), explain how it 
feels to be a protector. Wives (and ex-wives and widows), 
share how submission to the husband's protective nature 
nurtures the marriage. How is this similarly played out in a 
priest's relationship with his parish?  © 2019 Terry Modica, 
Catholic Digital Resources, www.catholicdr.com.

REFLEXIÓN DE LAS BUENAS NUEVAS:  CÓMO TENER 
FAMILIAS SANTAS 

Las lecturas para este día de fiesta nos instruyen sobre cómo 
tener familias santas. La lectura de Sirácida les dice a los 
niños (jóvenes y viejos) que "honren" y "reverencien" a sus 
padres, que sean considerados con ellos cuando se hagan 
viejos y débiles y sean amables con ellos, aunque no nos 
amen bien. No dice que tenemos que obedecer a nuestros 
padres todo el tiempo. Esta escritura nunca usa la palabra 
"obedecer".  Debemos obedecer a Dios, y si un padre nos instruye a 
hacer lo que Dios quiere que hagamos (como en el salmo 
responsorial), obedeciendo a mamá o papá, estamos obedeciendo a 
Dios, pero si un padre desobedece a Dios, no lo sigan en el pecado. 
Podemos honrar y reverenciar a nuestros padres respetando su 
condición de persona aun cuando se niegan a cooperar con sus 
pecados.  La lectura de Colosenses nos instruye a "revestirnos del 
amor, el vínculo de la perfección", y asegurarnos de que la paz de 
Cristo controla nuestros corazones. ¿Cómo? San Francisco de Sales 
lo expresó de esta manera: "No tengas prisa, haz todo en silencio y 
con espíritu tranquilo, no pierdas tu paz interior por nada, aunque todo 
tu mundo parezca molesto".  El versículo 18 no dice que las esposas 
deben hacer esto obedeciendo a sus maridos como si estuvieran en 
una relación padre-hijo. Para entender esta Escritura, reemplace la 
palabra "subordinado" o "someta" con "acepte su protección amorosa". 
Dios ha puesto al marido a cargo de proveer protección a la familia 
(por eso en la lectura del Evangelio es José, no María, a quien se le 
dio el sueño). Esto incluye la protección espiritual, enseñando santidad 
y llevando a la familia al cielo. En otras palabras: El esposo está a 
cargo de proveer el amor radical de Dios a la familia.  Note 
que al esposo se le manda amar a su esposa. ¿Por qué no se 
le dice a la esposa que ame a su marido? Porque por 
naturaleza es criadora y cuidadora. Pero el hombre, creado para 
proteger, es por naturaleza un guerrero. Para ser santo, el esposo 
supera su instinto innato de protegerse a sí mismo para que pueda 
hacer sacrificios amorosos para proteger a su familia -como Jesús.  
Cuando una esposa se somete a la protección de su esposo, si él es 
el hombre que Dios creó para serlo, se está colocando en la 
protección de Dios. Y el esposo le está dando el amor radical de 
Cristo. ¿Cuál de tus relaciones familiares necesita ser más 
santa? ¿Qué puedes hacer esta semana para mejorarla 
mediante (elige las que se apliquen) la honra a tus padres, la 
enseñanza a tus hijos sobre la fe o el amor a tu cónyuge (o ex-
cónyuge) de la forma en que lo ama Cristo?  Esposos (y ex-
exposos y viudos), expliquen cómo se siente ser protector. 
Esposas (y ex-esposas y viudas), compartan cómo la sumisión 
a la naturaleza protectora de sus esposos, alimenta el 
matrimonio. ¿De qué forma es similar a la relación entre un 
sacerdote y su parroquia?  © 2019 Terry Modica, Catholic Digital 
Resources, www.catholicdr.com.
