Today's world needs Christians who 
truly understand that faith gives us hope 
and victory in the midst of any and all 
difficulties.

This is 
when we lose faith. We forget to remain 
centered in Christ. We neglect to listen 
for the guidance of the Holy Spirit. But when 
we ask Jesus to restore us to a life of 
faith, we become vigilant, expectant, 
and aware that we can rely on God to 
help us in whatever comes our way.  
Our tribulations make us fearful. Faith 
gives us reasons to hope in Jesus and 
to live in joy instead of fear. It's not easy! 
It takes conscious effort.  What are you 
waiting for from Jesus? How will you use 
the Season of Advent to grow in faith by 
noticing the loving, generous, merciful 
activities of God? © 2021 Terry Modica, Catholic 
Digital Resources, www.catholicdr.com.

REFLEXIÓN DE LAS BUENAS NUEVAS:  FE

El mundo moderno necesita cristianos que 
comprendan verdaderamente que la fe nos da 
esperanza y victoria en medio de todas las 
dificultades.  Llevando esto más allá, el mundo 
de hoy necesita católicos que realmente 
comprendan que ir a Misa, significa tener fe en 
los milagros - especialmente la milagrosa 
transformación del pan y el vino en el Cuerpo y 
la Sangre de Cristo. ¿Eres transformado por la 
presencia de Cristo en la Eucaristía? Si es así, 
cuando sales de la iglesia, los demás ven la 
evidencia de esta fe, ¿correcto?
