PERPETUAL ADORATION 
   

 
 
      Often there are questions about Perpetual Adoration 
and the benefits from it. This is part of an explanation of 
the connection of the Eucharist and Adoration given by 
Pope Benedict XVI.        
   
     “In the Eucharist, the Son of God comes to meet us 
and desires to become one with us. Eucharistic 
Adoration is simply the natural consequence of the 
Eucharistic celebration, which is itself the Church’s 
supreme act of Adoration. Receiving the Eucharist 
means adoring Him Whom we receive. Only in this way 
do we become one with Him, and are given, as it were, a 
foretaste of the beauty of the heavenly liturgy. The act of 
Adoration outside of Mass prolongs and intensifies all 
that takes place during the liturgical celebration itself…  
 
     “I heartily recommend to the Church’s pastors and to 
the people of God the practice of Eucharistic Adoration, 
both individually and in community. Great benefit would 
ensue from a suitable catechesis explaining the 
importance of this act of worship, which enables the 
faithful to experience the liturgical celebration more fully 
and more fruitfully. Whenever possible, it would be 
appropriate, especially in densely populated areas, to 
set aside specific churches or oratories for Perpetual 
Adoration. I also recommend that, in their catechetical 
training, and especially in their preparation for First Holy 
Communion, children be taught the meaning and the 
beauty of spending time with Jesus, and helped to 
cultivate a sense of awe before His Presence in the 
Eucharist.”
