PERPETUAL ADORATION 
 

 
 
     Today we celebrate Pentecost, the day the Holy Spirit 

came down upon the apostles in the Upper Room. It 

marks the birth of the Church and the movement of the 

apostles from being mere witnesses of Jesus’ life, death, 

Resurrection, and Ascension, to being courageous 

proclaimers of the Good News. The Holy Spirit was alive 

too, in the hearts who heard that Jesus was the Son of 

God and came to forgive sins of those who repented. On 

that one day the apostles baptized 3,000 people! 

   

      Last year was the first National Eucharistic 

Pilgrimage. Four routes crossed our country carrying the 

Blessed Sacrament in the monstrance. These routes 

formed a cross of blessings across our country. All these 

routes met in Indianapolis, Indiana, for the beginning of 

our country’s 10th Eucharistic Congress. These pilgrims, 

moved by the Holy Spirit, gave public witness to their faith 

of Jesus present in the Holy Eucharist. That witness drew 

thousands of people where they walked, prayed, and 

celebrated the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass. Some were 

moved to come back to the faith, and others found their 

way to the church for the first time.   

 

     Currently, another Eucharistic Pilgrimage is under 

way. It began in Indianapolis in mid-May and will wind 

through the southern states before going north, ending in 

Los Angeles on the feast of Corpus Christi. God will bless 

these efforts to awaken our Church and our nation to the 

reality that the Eucharist IS Jesus, God with us. 

 

     We can be part of this blessing of our country. We can 

offer our prayers for the success of the National 

Eucharistic Pilgrimage. We can take part in our parish 

Corpus Christi procession (June 22) in unity with them.

WHO CAN BE A GOD PARENT? 

 

 
 

      If you were asked to be a God parent or Sponsor for 
a Baptism or Confirmation, it is a great honor but with that 
honor comes a great responsibility. You, together with the 
parents of the child, are responsible for the proper 
Catholic formation of that young person as they grow and 
develop in the Faith. Since this grave responsibility must 
be undertaken, requirements on who can be a sponsor or 
God parent are set by the Church.  
      These are the minimum requirements set universally: 
 

      + You must be at least 16 years of age but with proper 
maturity people 14 years of age can also be sponsors in 
the Archdiocese of New York. 
 

      + You may NOT be a parent of the child.  
 

      + You must be fully initiated as a Catholic: meaning 
that you have been Baptized, received First Holy 
Communion and Confirmation in the Catholic Church. 
 

      + If you are married, you must be married with the 
blessing of the Catholic Church. Catholics are obligated 
to get married in accord with the laws of the Church.  
      + If you are not married, you must be living a chaste 
life: you should not be living with someone as if you are 
married. 
 

      + You must attend Mass on Sundays and Holy Days 
of Obligation.  
      + You must participate in the Sacrament of Penance 
regularly. Catholics are obligated to go to confession at 
least once a year, but more than once a year is highly 
recommended.  
      + You should be a registered and active participant in 
your parish. 
      + If you have children, you should be forming them in 
the Catholic Faith according to their age and ability. This 
means that they have been baptized and, ensuring that, 
they receive a proper Catholic Religious Education in 
order to receive First Holy Communion and Confirmation. 
      + You should be a good person in general, witnessing 
to the Faith by your daily actions and behavior.  
 

      If asked to be a Sponsor or God parent, you should 
contact your parish priest and ask what other 
requirements your parish might have. In most cases you 
will be given a certificate or letter from the parish priest 
stating that you are qualified to be a sponsor. This is 
called a Sponsor Certificate and should be presented to 
the parish where the Baptism or Confirmation is taking 
place.
