The chapel is not a dumping ground for unwanted items. 

If you need to donate items to charity, we might be able 

to direct you to the proper organization.  
 

      We ordinarily do not post flyers for events, business 

cards or any type of advertisements in the chapel or in 

the entranceway of the chapel.
