To commemorate the first anniversary of Mary Queen of Preachers Chapel, the last
liturgical appointment, the Rinascimento tabernacle was installed prominently in the apse
behind the altar. The 400 plus pound tabernacle was fabricated from pure white Greek
marble in Spain by Granda. The clarity of its architectural design commands a laudable
presence and its beauty naturally draws our gaze to “God here in hiding, whom [we]
adore.” Furthermore, the tabernacle is a visible testimony of God’s promise in Revelation
21:3, “Behold, God’s dwelling is with the human race. He will dwell with them and they will
be his people and God himself will always be with them [as their God].”

The Year of Consecrate Life naturally lends itself to the many opportunities to reflect, celebrate, and enrich this sacred vocation
from God to the Church, congregation, and individual. The formation team welcomed the opportunity and attended this year’s Institute
on Religious Life (IRL) annual National Meeting in Mundelein. The plethora of speakers were both engaging and inspiring. Mother Agnes
Donovan, S.V, the recipient of this year’s 2015 Pro Fidelitate et Virtute Award highlighted the “Prophetic Witness of the Evangelical Life.”
She asserts, “How one lives their vows, their community life, and one’s public witness is equivalent to one’s prophetic witness...So
the total surrender of one’s possessions, of one’s affections, of one’s will in the vows to the beloved and the covenant of love...is the
basis of that prophetic witness.” Raymond Cardinal Burke gave the keynote address on “Martyrdom for the Faith Today” and Brandon
Vogt introduced innovative ways
religious ~ communities  can
effectively evangelize through
social media. To see so many
young vocations, religious men
and women joyfully passionate
in their vocations however, is

both humbling and edifying.

/1 Want to Be a Religious. Despite this, instead of
becoming stronger, my fervor waned more and more
as | achieved academic distinctions. Yet, the notion

of becoming a religious lingered in my mind, however
tenuously. After a year of college, five years later, the
idea of becoming a religious became attractive once
again, with something of a fall from my high horse. Not
having made the usual grades of my high school years
(incidentally, my only “A” for the first semester was in
a religion course), | sought refuge from the demands of
academic studies, thinking | would hide myself away

in a convent where academic pursuits were irrelevant.
God knew well my heart and lovingly seized the
opportunity | allowed Him, however misguided, to
purify my intentions for answering His call, one | tried
repeatedly to ignore. God’s enduring goodness in

my case is matched by His great sense of humor! In
putting myself at God’s disposal, not only did I not find
the refuge | mistakenly sought but | was eventually
thrown into the thick of academic rigors to earn a
doctorate in Thomistic philosophy. It has been with the
Dominicans of Mary Immaculate Province that God
has chosen to utilize and cultivate the gifts and talents
He has given me, despite my attempt to bury them. |
am presently the Fr.

[ was in my
freshman year
of college at the
University of Calgary,
Alberta, éanada B 10 -
when my life took a ?Lﬂ‘& Cﬁ
complete turn. | was /1 &f //0;5
working on a Bachelor
in Biological Sciences
with the hopes of entering the medical field. In
particular, it was my dream to become an ER surgeon.
[ loved being in the hospital and anything to do with
the health field piqued my interests.

However, my life took a curveball when | was
invited to join my parish’s youth group trip to the
49th International Eucharistic Congress hosted in
Quebec, Canada that year. Why did | go? Simply,
to have fun with my friends. Thus begins my
vocation story; and as | like to say it, "It started out
as a joke.”

A couple of days into the conference,

a Dominican priest and two friars jokingly
commented, “Look at her — she looks like she can
be a nun.” | laughed with the group and simply
shrugged off the thought. A nun? Yeah, right! |
didn’t even know what a nun is. Such a thought
never crossed my mind. But it was not until after a
few repetitions of the same “joke” that | started to
really think about it. Out of nowhere the thought
struck my heart and the idea was inerasable. |
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started to give it some serious thought. And | started
to ask the priest and friars about religious life. This
lead to some heavy lifting mental exercise; | began
to pray about it. For the first time in my life, | actually
prayed before Jesus in the Most Holy Sacrament. |
knelt and prayed about this thought every time we
had Eucharistic Adoration (I even knelt three hours
straight one timel!).

| had no idea what kind of response | was
expecting ... but | was expecting something. |
prayed, and prayed, and prayed. | wanted a divine
confirmation, a theophany of some sort. To hear
some kind of voice. To see some kind of light or halo
appear. To have some kind of apparition. But nothing
happened.

So | returned from the week-long conference and
| was not the same. (Interestingly enough, my dad had
told me several times after-the-fact that he noticed
something was different about me when | returned
from the IEC. He sensed something was awry but just
couldn’t put his finger on it). For some reason, | was
very anxious. After another day of experiencing great
restlessness, | finally gathered up enough courage to
contact the Dominican Sisters in Houston to begin my
discernment process. As the story goes...the rest is
history, for a new life has begun for me.

It has been seven years since | entered the
convent and four years since | made my first
profession. | feel like | have gone a long way and
have grown immeasurably. Throughout my journey
in the consecrated life, | have seen how God has
allowed me to grow and blossom into a person
beyond my past desires and expectations.
