From the Pastor’s Desk
Fifth Sunday of Lent: We Would Like to See Jesus

Once again, how isyour Lenten journey going? We have this last week before we enter Holy Week and begin
our intense reflection on the Passion and Resurrection of Jesus. Do you feel spiritually prepared for these great
celebrations? Have you celebrated the Sacrament of Reconciliation yet? Has your Lenten prayer led you to a deeper
understanding of God’slove for you? Who has been the recipient of your generous almsgiving? Have your sacrifices
hel ped you to appreciate all that Jesus sacrificed for us?

Thisweekend' s Scriptures invite usto reflect on whether or not God’ s law of love is written upon our hearts.
Through the prophet Jeremiah, God says, “All, from |east to greatest, shall know me, saysthe Lord, for | will forgive
their evildoing and remember their sin no more.” If that isn’t a clear invitation to reconciliation, what is? The psalm
response is awonderful way to prepare and celebrate the Sacrament of Reconciliation: “Create a clean heart in me, O
God.” When the priest absolves us of our sins, God works through him to create that clean heart in us.

The second reading reminds us once again that Jesus is the source of eternal salvation for al who obey him.
Hisinvitation to follow him and his commission to go forth in his name are ways in which we share the message of
salvation with aothers. Living our lives the way Jesus taught us, even though we don’t always do it perfectly, isthe way
to eternal salvation.

In our gospel passage, some Greeks come up to Philip and ask him, “Sir, we would like to see Jesus.” Implicit
in the statement is, “Can you tell uswhereto find him?’” When Jesus is made aware of their request, he responds to
Philip and Andrew, “ The hour has come for the Son of Man to be glorified.” Hispassion is near and he knowsit. He
even admitsto being “troubled.” Yet, he also reaffirms that it was for this hour that he came and through it he would
glorify God’s name.

Has our journey through Lent helped usto see Jesus? Were we even looking for him? Do we take Jesus
sacrifice for granted? Do we regularly express our gratitude for his passion, death and resurrection? How do our lives
glorify God’' s name?

Thisisawonderful opportunity to avail ourselvesto this Sacrament of Healing in preparation for the celebration of
Easter.

As| mentioned in arecent Sunday homily, the Ten Commandments make a wonderful examination of
conscience for usin preparation for this Sacrament. Taking the time reflect on what we have done or not done in our
relationship with God and our neighbor can help us evaluate our acts of penance, prayer, and almsgiving not only during
Lent, but throughout the whole year. Take some time to re-read them (Exodus 20:1-17) and let us welcome the
opportunity to be cleansed of any transgressions against God and neighbor.

Lenten Presentation Theme: “It’s Lent — so What?”

This Wednesday evening, at the 7:30 PM Mass, | will bereflecting on the theme: “It'sLent — So What?” All
parishioners, friends, and neighbors are invited to attend. Now that Holy Week is so close, this presentation may help us
to refocus our attention and gather our energy for al the wonderful celebrations of Holy Week.
