En cada uno de los anuncios de su partida, Jesus trataba de consolar a los Apdéstoles: “Ahora
me toca irme al Padre ... pero si me piden algo en mi nombre, Yo lo haré” (In. 14,12 y
14). Inclusive tratd de convencerlos acerca de la conveniencia de su vuelta al Padre: “En
verdad, les conviene que Yo me vaya, porque si no me voy, no podra venir a ustedes el
Consolador. Pero si me voy, se los enviaré ... les ensefiara todas las cosas y les recordara
todo lo que Yo les he dicho” (Jn. 16, 7 - 14, 26). Es lo que nos refiere la Primera Lectura del
Libro de los Hechos de los Apostoles: “Se les aparecio después de la pasion, les dio
numerosas pruebas de que estaba vivo y durante cuarenta dias se dejé ver por ellos y les habl6
del Reino de Dios. Un dia, les mando: ‘No se alejen de Jerusalén. Aguarden aqui a que se
cumpla la promesa de mi Padre, de la que ya les he hablado ... Dentro de pocos dias serén
bautizados con el Espiritu Santo.”” La promesa del Padre era el Espiritu Santo, que vendria
unos dias después en Pentecostés. “Liegard un tiempo en que ustedes deseardan ver uno solo
de los dias del Hijo del Hombre, pero no lo veran. Entonces les diran: esta aqui, esta alla. No
vayan, no corran. En efecto, como el relampago brilla en un punto del cielo y resplandece
hasta el otro, asi sucederd con el Hijo del Hombre cuando llegue su dia”. (Lc. 17, 22-24) Esto
es tan importante que el Sefior nos lo dijo en otras ocasiones. Jesus nos advierte clarisimamente
y nos explica con mas detalle ain como seré de sorpresiva y deslumbrante su Segunda Venida:
“Si en este tiempo alguien les dice: Aqui 0 alli esta el Mesias, no lo crean. Porque se
presentaran falsos cristos y falsos profetas, que haran cosas maravillosas y prodigios capaces
de engafiar, si fuera posible, aun a los elegidos de Dios. jMiren que se los he advertido de
antemano! Por tanto, si alguien les dice: En el desierto estd. No vayan. Si dicen: Estaen
un lugar retirado. No lo crean. En efecto, cuando venga el Hijo del Hombre, sera como
reldmpago que parte del oriente y brilla hasta el poniente” (Mt. 24, 23-28).

Y nos recuerda también lo que debemos ensefiar a otros, pues debemos llevar la Palabra de
Dios a todo el que desee escucharla. Es el llamado de Cristo que nos trae la Aclamacion
antes del Evangelio: “Vayan y enseiien a todas las naciones, dice el Serior. Y sepan que YO
estaré con ustedes todos los dias hasta el fin del mundo” (Mt. 28, 19-20).

Los mandd —y nos manda a nosotros- a ir, a partir. “Jesus parte hacia el Padre y manda a los
discipulos que partan hacia el mundo ... Es un mandato preciso, jno es facultativo!” (Papa

Francisco 1-6-2014)

Es el llamado a la Nueva Evangelizacion, a la que insistentemente nos llama la Iglesia.

Go and preach the Good News to everyone

In each of the announcements of his departure, Jesus tried to console the Apostles: "Now it is my turn
to go to the Father ... but if you ask me for something in my name, | will do it" (Jn. 14, 12 and 14) . He
even tried to convince them about the convenience of their return to the Father: “In truth, it is
convenient for you that | go, because if | do not go, the Comforter will not be able to come to you. But
if 1 go, 1 will send it to you ... it will teach you all things and will remind you of everything that | have
told you ”(Jn. 16, 7 - 14, 26). This is what the First Reading of the Book of the Acts of the Apostles tells
us: “He appeared to them after the passion, gave them numerous proofs that he was alive and for
forty days he allowed himself to be seen by them and spoke to them of the Kingdom of God. . One
day, he commanded them: ‘Do not leave Jerusalem. Wait here for the promise of my Father, of which
| have already spoken to you, to be fulfilled ... In a few days you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit.
""The Father's promise was the Holy Spirit, who would come a few days later in Pentecost. “There will
come a time when you will want to see just one of the days of the Son of Man, but you will not see it.
Then they will tell you: it is here, it is there. Don't go, don't run. Indeed, as the lightning shines in one
point of the sky and shines until the other, so it will happen with the Son of Man when his day arrives
”. (Lk. 17, 22-24) This is so important that the Lord told us on other occasions. Jesus warns us very
clearly and explains in even more detail how his Second Coming will be surprising and dazzling: “If at
this time someone tells you: Here or there is the Messiah, do not believe it. Because false Christs and
false prophets will be presented, who will do wonderful things and wonders capable of deceiving, if
possible, even God's chosen ones. Look, | have warned you beforehand! Therefore, if someone says
to you: He is in the desert. Do not go. If they say: It is in a secluded place. Do not believe it. Indeed,
when the Son of Man comes, it will be like lightning that starts from the east and shines to the west
”(Mt. 24, 23-28). And it also reminds us of what we must teach others, since we must bring the Word of God
to everyone who wants to hear it. It is the call of Christ that brings us the Acclamation before the Gospel: “Go
and teach all nations, says the Lord. And know that | will be with you all the days until the end of the world ”(Mt.
28, 19-20).
