CRS Spotlight

In the village of Timbiamgou,

in northern Togo, pastoralist
Namguitiéne Lawane was
confronted with a harsh reality.
His small herd of ruminants was
constantly threatened by disease
and often suffered from a lack
of food. "Disease was wreaking
a lot of havoc on my flock,”
Namguitiéne says. “l often lost
my sheep, and | didn't know how
to treat them.” The dry season
also brought another challenge:
the scarcity of pasture. During
the dry seasons, grazing your
animals becomes almost impossi-
ble. He was eager to learn how
to better care for his animals.

With the arrival of Catholic
Relief Services’ Naatann
Fraternity Connector project,
which aims to strengthen the
resilience of communities,
improve access to social and
economic infrastructure, and
promote social cohesion and
conflict prevention in the Togo
and Burkina Faso cross-border
area, Namguitiéne received
hands-on training on animal
health and livestock feed manu-
facturing. "We were shown how
to prepare sheep feed, and |
tried," Namguitiéne said. "l saw
that it was very good. We were
also advised to use licks [mineral
-rich supplement blocks] and
since then, my animals have been
healthier."
