Reflection on Matthew 5:17-37

It is very important to keep in mind that the Lord of the new
covenant did not do away with the old covenant. Some Christians
in the early centuries of the church wanted to do away with the
OT, and rejected the God of the Jews.

But the church, declared their views heretical -- for Jesus had said
that he came not to abolish the Law and the Prophets but to fulfill
them. Notice the strong wording of Mt 5:18 - Truly, I say to you,
till heaven and earth pass away, not an iota, not a dot, will pass
from the law until all is accomplished.

Iota refers to the smallest letter in the Hebrew alphabet. The dot is
an ornamental mark that the scribes used in writing. Even though
we know that Jesus was less concerned with minute details of the
Law than with our basic relation to God, he is saying: If you
truly understand what God asks in the Law, you will see that
none of it (not even an iota or dot) is lost in my teaching. The
gospel belies any notion that Jesus overturns the Mosaic Law or
that the God of the OT is a harsh deity who issues authoritarian,
executive orders, while the God of the NT is a God of love and
mercy. We often hear people talk like that. Nothing could be
farther from the truth, and it’s a complete misunderstanding of
Scripture.

It is one and the same God of bountiful mercy who gave the Law,
to whom Jesus is devoted. He insists on the enduring value of the
Law and his intent to fulfill even the tiniest part of it.

What is new was his interpretation of the Law, which at times
was at odds with that of other religious leaders of his day. His is
not a lax interpretation, but one that is even more demanding than
theirs. To truly keep the law, one must go beyond it.

The formula ‘you have heard that it was said’ introduces
each of the 3 commandments in our lesson; this is followed
by Jesus’ invitation to go deeper - But I say to you...

First, he speaks of taking steps to defuse anger before it reaches a
murderous stage. He tells us that conflicts should not be allowed
to escalate to the point of litigation.

Reconciliation is more important than sacrifice. Laws can pre-
scribe punishment for murder. But no government can outlaw
anger and animosity. Only the Kingdom of God can do that. For
Jesus, the seething resentment is as evil as the act that grows out
of it-murder.

Again Jesus moves from the adulterous act which a court of law
might pass judgment on, to the inner disposition. If a person cov-
ets another’s spouse or another person, then that person ‘has
already committed adultery in the heart.” One who looks lust-
fully has already sinned. Just as anger can be the first step to-
wards murder, so a lustful look can be the prelude to adultery, a
form of which is divorce.

The most significant thing Jesus did was this - he brought in a
new and more exacting law, the law of love. Far from abolishing
or contradicting the old Law, this new law goes beyond it, and so
brings it to perfection. Now there’s only one law - the law of
love.

In all this Matthew asserts that Jesus’ authority is greater than that
of Moses. His demands are more radical and his expectations are
greater. So we are driven to ask, as the disciples did on a differ-
ent occasion, ‘Then who can be saved?"’ The answer to us, as to
them, is: ‘With humans it is impossible, but not with God; for all
things are possible with God’. We are saved by God's mercy and
not by our goodness. Christianity is a gospel (good news), not a
law. The new covenant is a covenant of grace.

Reflexion sobre Mateo S: 17-37

Es muy importante tener en cuenta que el Sefior de la nueva alian-
za no acabo con la antigua alianza. Algunos cristianos en los pri-
meros siglos de la iglesia querian acabar con el AT y rechazaron
al Dios de los Judios. Pero la iglesia, declard sus puntos de
vista heréticos - porque Jesus habia dicho que €l no vino para
abolir la Ley y los Profetas sino para cumplirlos. Observen la
fuerte redaccion de palabras en Mt 5:18 - En verdad, les digo, que
hasta que el cielo y la tierra pasen, ni una iota, ni un punto, pasara
de la ley hasta que todo se cumpla. La iota se refiere a la letra mas
pequetia del alfabeto Hebreo. El punto es una marca ornamental
que los escribas usaron en la escritura. Aunque sabemos que Jesus
estaba menos interesado en detalles minuciosos de la Ley que, en
nuestra relacidon basica con Dios, esta diciendo: Si realmente en-
tiendes lo que Dios pide en la Ley, veras que nada de eso (ni si-
quiera una iota o punto) se pierde en mi ensefianza.

El evangelio desmiente cualquier nocion de que Jesus vira la Ley
Mosaica o que el Dios del Antiguo Testamento es una deidad
severa que emite drdenes autoritarias y ejecutivas, mientras que el
Dios del Nuevo Testamento es un Dios de amor y misericordia. A
menudo escuchamos a la gente hablar asi. Nada puede estar mas
lejos de la verdad, y es un completo malentendido de la Escritura.
Es un mismo Dios de generosa misericordia quien dio la Ley, a
quien Jesus es devoto. Insiste en el valor perdurable de la Ley y
su intencion de cumplir incluso con la parte mas infima de la mis-
ma. Lo que es nuevo, fue su interpretacion de la Ley, que a veces
estaba en desacuerdo con la de otros lideres religiosos de su épo-
ca. La suya no es una interpretacién laxa, pero una que es atin
mas exigente que la de ellos. Para mantener verdaderamente la
ley, hay que ir mas alla. La férmula 'has oido que se dijo' introdu-
ce cada uno de los tres mandamientos en nuestra leccion; Esto es
seguido por la invitacion de Jesus a ir mas profundo - Pero yo os
digo ...

En primer lugar, habla de tomar pasos para calmar la ira antes de
que llegue a una etapa de pleitos. Nos dice que no se debe permi-
tir que los conflictos escalen hasta el punto de pleitos.

La reconciliacion es mas importante que el sacrificio. Las leyes
pueden prescribir castigo por asesinato. Pero ningtin gobierno
puede declarar fuera de ley la ira y la animosidad. Solo el Reino
de Dios puede hacer eso. Para Jesus, el resentimiento hirviente es
tan malo como el acto que surge de éI - el asesinato.

De nuevo, Jests se mueve del acto adultero al que un tribunal de
justicia podria juzgar, a la disposicién interior. Si una persona
codicia al conyuge de otra persona o a otra persona, entonces esa
persona "ya ha cometido adulterio en el corazon." Uno que mira
con lujuria ya ha pecado. Asi como la ira puede ser el primer paso
hacia el asesinato, de la misma manera una mirada lujuriosa pue-
de ser el preludio del adulterio, una forma que es divorcio.

Lo mas significativo que Jesus hizo fue esto: trajo una nueva 'y
mas exigente ley, la ley del amor. Lejos de abolir o contradecir la
antigua Ley, esta Nueva Ley va mas alla de ella, y asi lalleva a la
perfeccion. Ahora sélo hay una ley: la ley del amor.

En todo esto Mateo afirma que la autoridad de Jestis es mayor que
la de Moisés. Sus demandas son mas radicales y sus expectativas
son mayores. Asi que nos vemos obligados a preguntar, como
hicieron los discipulos en otra ocasion: "Entonces, ;quién puede
ser salvo?" La respuesta a nosotros, como a ellos, es: "Con los
humanos es imposible, pero no con Dios; Las cosas son posibles
con Dios ". Somos salvados por la misericordia de Dios y no por
nuestra bondad. El cristianismo es un evangelio (buenas nuevas),
no una ley. La nueva alianza es un pacto de gracia.
