This past Tuesday, we celebrated the Feast of the Annunciation. The
Mass readings that day emphasized doing God’s will. The Psalm re-
sponse was “Here I am Lord. I come to do your will.” And in the Gos-
pel account of the Annunciation, the fourteen year old Mary solemnly
states, “I am the maidservant of the Lord. Let it be done to me as you
have said.”

In the Garden of Gethsemane, Jesus foresees the horrible torture He would endure in His Pas-

sion. He agonized about what was to come. In His agony, Jesus prayed, “Father, if it is pos-
sible, take this cup (of suffering) away from Me, but not My will but Your will be done!” Je-
sus, like Mary, was completely committed to doing His Father’s will.

You and I are called to model Jesus and Mary. They are the new Adam and the new Eve. We
are the offsprings of Jesus and Mary. Doing God’s will is what life in the Kingdom of God is
all about. The goal of our lives as children of God is doing the will of God. Doing the will of
God is what will help us to ultimately achieve union with God.
