FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

THE HOLIEST WEEK

Today is Palm Sunday and on Palm Sunday we begin Holy Week. During Holy
Week, we focus on the Passion and Death of the Lord. Today we read the Pas-
sion of the Lord according to St. Luke. On Holy Thursday, we will celebrate the
Mass of the Lord’s Supper and after 9 pm, we will have time to meditate on Je-
sus’ agony in the Garden of Gethsemane and to take time to console Him for the
sins of the world including our own. On Thursday night, we can come to the
Church Hall and pray in Jesus’ Eucharistic presence.

On Good Friday, we continue to meditate on the sufferings Jesus accepted for us
to save us from our sins. The sacrifice of Jesus won many graces for us. From
His wounded side, Jesus poured out the gift of the sacraments and the gift of the Holy Spirit. On Good Fri-
day, we will read the Passion according to St. John at 3 pm in English and at 6 pm in Spanish. At 7:30 pm,

we will have reflections on Jesus’ Seven Last Words.

The Passion and the Death of Jesus speak a powerful message to all people. God loves us so much that He
sent His Son as our Savior and the Son loves us so much that He laid down His life for us. This action of
love moves our hearts to respond in faith and love to God for His goodness to us. The story of the Passion
and the Death of Jesus has been called the “Greatest Love Story ever Told,” greater than even the famed story

of Romeo and Juliet.

I hope you take time to reflect on the story of the Passion this week. May God’s love touch all of your
hearts!
