First Sunday of Lent

Dear Sacred Heart of Jesus,

The number forty always seemed an odd number to me. God
created the universe in 7 days. Jesus' resurrection on the 8th day
is considered the re-creation of the world. 12 represents the
tribes of Israel and the number of Apostles of the Christ.

In our culture, 16, 18 and 21 are special birthdays as we move
into adult rights and responsibilities. Bishops, priests, deacons
and married couples celebrate silver (25) and golden (50) Anni-
versaries of the Sacraments of Service.

Today, we hear about Noah preparing for a deluge by building an
ark for 40 days. Later, Moses would remain on Mt. Sinai for 40
days to receive the Ten Commandments then another 40 days
after the Hebrew people fell into the sin of idolatry.

In the Gospel of Mark, after His Baptism, Jesus prays and pre-
pares for his public ministry for 40 days.
