THIRD SUNDAY OF LENT 
FEBRUARY 28, 2016 

JUSTICE 
 In our day, we look around and see injustice, arrogance, and evil in the world, and even in our own country. But we are assured that God sees this 
as well, for in Psalm 103 we are told that “The LORD secures justice and the rights of all the oppressed” (103:6). Saint Paul warns, “Therefore, whoever 
thinks he is standing secure should take care not to fall” (1 Corinthians 10:12). We don’t have to do it alone. In our efforts for peace and justice, God is our 
helper and our guide.  
KINDNESS 
 Jesus warns us today that God’s justice will not be constrained forever. We are reminded that “if you do not repent, you will all perish” (Luke 
13:3). We are given the grace of Lenten prayer, fasting, and almsgiving to bring us back to the right path. God is a loving and forgiving God. “[God] 
redeems your life from destruction, . . . crowns you with kindness and compassion. . . . Merciful and gracious is the LORD, slow to anger and abounding in 
kindness” (Psalm 103:4, 8). We can take comfort in these words, because even if we are the ones dishing out injustice and sorrow, God still shows us a 
way back to forgiveness. God gives us other people to help us on our way, people who show us kindness and compassion and help us to get on the right 
path. They are like the gardener who tells the owner of the orchard that he will nurture the tree, fertilize it, and perhaps it will bear fruit. These friends of 
God help us to realize our ways and nurture us back to the love of God. We are also invited to help others on their journey back to God in this season of 
Lent. We encourage each other and nurture each other, like the compassionate gardener of the Gospel.

LENTEN SEASON 
Canon Law urges all the Christian Faithful to offer special prayers, to perform works of piety and charity, and to mortify themselves by 
fulfilling their responsibilities more faithfully.  They are likewise encouraged to perform acts of fast and abstinence.  
FASTING requires that only one full meal a day be taken. Two smaller meals may be taken to maintain strength but these taken together 
should not equal another full meal. Fasting obliges from the 18th to the 59th birthday.  
ABSTINENCE prohibits individuals the eating of meat. Abstinence obliges from the 14th birthday on. All Fridays of Lent are days of 
abstinence from meat.  
DAYS OF ABSTINENCE/ FASTING ARE:  Ash Wednesday and Good Friday.  Fridays in Lent are days of abstinence.
