WEEKLY MIRACLE

This week marks the beginning of a kind of “liturgical
detour.” We have been listening to Saint Mark’s Gospel
during this liturgical year (Year B). Today we begin to
hear a long section from John’s Gospel, starting with the
miracle of the multiplication of the loaves and fishes. This
miracle story is a prelude to the Lord’s statements that we
will begin hearing in a few weeks, in which Jesus refers to
himself as the “bread of life.” Each week we witness a mir-
acle at Mass. We do not see a multiplication of loaves be-
fore us. What our eyes of faith allow us to see is the mira-
cle of the transformation of common elements—bread and
wine—into the Lord’s Body and Blood. Once we have re-
ceived the Lord, the multiplication begins, for in the Eu-
charist we are strengthened to multiply our efforts to feed
the poor, shelter the homeless, and bring comfort to the
despairing

THE SACRAMENT OF HOLY ORDERS

III. THE THREE DEGREES OF THE SACRAMENT OF HOLY ORDERS

1554 "The divinely instituted ecclesiastical ministry is exer01sed in different degrees by those who even from
ancient times have been called bishops, priests, and deacons."* Catholic doctrine, expressed in the liturgy,
the Magisterium, and the constant practice of the Church, recognizes that there are two degrees of ministerial
participation in the priesthood of Christ: the episcopacy and the presbyterate . The diaconate is intended to
help and serve them. For this reason the term sacerdos in current usage denotes bishops and priests but not
deacons. Yet Catholic doctrine teaches that the degrees of priestly participation (episcopate and presbyterate)
and the degree of service (diaconate) are all three conferred by a sacramental act called "ordination," that is,
by the sacrament of Holy Orders:

Let everyone revere the deacons as Jesus Christ, the bishop as the image of the Father, and the

presbyters as the senate of God and the assembly of the apostles. For without them one cannot speak
of the Church.”

Episcopal ordination - fullness of the sacrament of Holy Orders

1555 "Amongst those various offices which have been exercised in the Church from the earliest times the
chief place, according to the witness of tradition, is held by the function of those who, through their
appomtment to the dignity and responsibility of blShOp, and in virtue consequently of the unbroken
succession going back to the beginning, are regarded as transmitters of the apostolic line."**

1556 To fulfill their exalted mission, "the apostles were endowed by Christ with a special outpouring of the
Holy Spirit coming upon them, and by the imposition of hands they passed on to thelr auxiliaries the gift of
the Spirit, which is transmitted down to our day through episcopal consecration."

1557 The Second Vatican Council "teaches . . . that the fullness of the sacrament of Holy Orders is conferred
by episcopal consecration, that fullness namely which, both in the liturgical tradition of the Church and the
language (3)6f the Fathers of the Church, is called the high priesthood, the acme (Summa) of the sacred
ministry."

1558 "Episcopal consecration confers, together with the office of sanctifying, also the offices of teaching and
ruling. . . . In fact . . . by the imposition of hands and through the words of the consecration, the grace of the
Holy Spirit is given, and a sacred character is impressed in such wise that bishops, in an eminent and visible
manner, take the 3Qlace of Christ himself, teacher, shepherd, and priest, and act as his representative (in Eius
persona agant)."”’ "By virtue, therefore, of the Holy Spirit who has been given to them, blshogs have been
constituted true and authentic teachers of the faith and have been made pontiffs and pastors.'

1559 "One is constituted a member of the episcopal body in virtue of the sacramental consecration and by
the hierarchical communion with the head and members of the college."” The character and collegial

nature of the episcopal order are evidenced among other ways by the Church's ancient practice which calls
for several blshops to participate in the consecration of a new bishop.* In our day, the lawful ordination of a
bishop requires a special intervention of the Bishop of Rome, because he is the supreme visible bond of the
communion of the particular Churches in the one Church and the guarantor of their freedom.

1560 As Christ's vicar, each bishop has the pastoral care of the particular Church entrusted to him, but at the
same time he bears collegially with all his brothers in the episcopacy the solicitude for all the Churches:
"Though each bishop is the lawful pastor only of the portion of the flock entrusted to his care, as a legitimate
successor of the apostles he is, by d1V1ne institution and precept, responsible with the other b1sh0ps for the
apostolic mission of the Church nd

1561 The above considerations explain why the Eucharist celebrated by the bishop has a quite special
51gn1ﬁcance as an expression of the Church gathered around the altar, with the one who represents Christ, the
Good Shepherd and Head of his Church, presiding.*
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ARTICULO 6
EL SACRAMENTO DEL ORDEN

I11. Los tres grados del sacramento del Orden
1554 "El ministerio eclesiastico, instituido por Dios, esta ejercido en diversos érdenes por aquellos que ya
desde antiguo reciben los nombres de obispos, presbiteros y didconos" (LG28). La doctrina catdlica,
expresada en la liturgia, el magisterio y la practica constante de la Iglesia, reconoce que existen dos grados
de participacion ministerial en el sacerdocio de Cristo: el episcopado y el presbiterado. El diaconado esta
destinado a ayudarles y a servirles. Por eso, el término sacerdos designa, en el uso actual, a los obispos y a
los presbiteros, pero no a los didconos. Sin embargo, la doctrina catdlica ensefia que los grados de
participacion sacerdotal (episcopado y presbiterado) y el grado de servicio (diaconado) son los tres
conferidos por un acto sacramental llamado "ordenacion", es decir, por el sacramento del Orden:
«Que todos reverencien a los didconos como a Jesucristo, como también al obispo, que es imagen del Padre,
y a los presbiteros como al senado de Dios y como a la asamblea de los apdstoles: sin ellos no se puede
hablar de Iglesia (San Ignacio de Antioquia, Epistula ad Trallianos 3,1)

La ordenacion episcopal, plenitud del sacramento del Orden
1555 "Segun la tradicion, entre los diversos ministerios que se ejercen en la Iglesia, desde los primeros
tiempos ocupa el primer lugar el ministerio de los obispos que, a través de una sucesion que se remonta hasta
el principio, son los transmisores de la semilla apostolica" (LG20).
1556 "Para realizar estas funciones tan sublimes, los Apdstoles se vieron enriquecidos por Cristo con la
venida especial del Espiritu Santo que descendio sobre ellos. Ellos mismos comunicaron a sus
colaboradores, mediante la imposicion de las manos, el don espiritual que se ha transmitido hasta nosotros en
la consagracion de los obispos" (LG 21).
1557 El Concilio Vaticano II ensefa que por la «consagracion episcopal se recibe la plenitud del sacramento
del Orden. De hecho se le llama, tanto en la liturgia de la Iglesia como en los Santos Padres, "sumo
sacerdocio" o "cumbre del ministerio sagrado"» (LG 21).
1558 "La consagracion episcopal confiere, junto con la funcion de santificar, también las funciones de
ensefiar y gobernar [...] En efecto, por la imposicion de las manos y por las palabras de la consagracion se
confiere la gracia del Espiritu Santo y se queda marcado con el caracter sagrado. En consecuencia, los
obispos, de manera eminente y visible, hacen las veces del mismo Cristo, Maestro, Pastor y Sacerdote, y
actian en su nombre (in eius persona agant)" (LG 21). "El Espiritu Santo que han recibido ha hecho de los
obispos los verdaderos y auténticos maestros de la fe, pontifices y pastores" (CD 2).
1559 "Uno queda constituido miembro del Colegio episcopal en virtud de la consagracion episcopal y por la
comunion jerarquica con la Cabeza y con los miembros del Colegio" (LG22). El caracter y la naturaleza
colegial del orden episcopal se manifiestan, entre otras cosas, en la antigua practica de la Iglesia que quiere
que para la consagracion de un nuevo obispo participen varios obispos (cf LG 22). Para la ordenacion
legitima de un obispo se requiere hoy una intervencion especial del Obispo de Roma por razén de su
cualidad de vinculo supremo visible de la comunion de las Iglesias particulares en la Iglesia una y de garante
de libertad de la misma.
1560 Cada obispo tiene, como vicario de Cristo, el oficio pastoral de la Iglesia particular que le ha sido
confiada, pero al mismo tiempo tiene colegialmente con todos sus hermanos en el episcopado la solicitud de
todas las Iglesias: "Aunque cada obispo es pastor sagrado solo de la grey que le ha sido confiada, sin
embargo, en cuanto legitimo sucesor de los Apdstoles por institucion divina y por el mandato de la funcién
apostolica, se hace corresponsable de toda la Iglesia, junto con los demas obispos" (Pio XII, Enc. Fidei
donum, 11; cf LG 23; CD 4,36-37; AG 5.6.38).
1561 Todo lo que se ha dicho explica por qué la Eucaristia celebrada por el obispo tiene una significacion
muy especial como expresion de la Iglesia reunida en torno al altar bajo la presidencia de quien representa
visiblemente a Cristo, Buen Pastor y Cabeza de su Iglesia (cfSC 41; LG 26).

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

Last Wednesday, the greatest pilgrimage in our tradition ended
with the feast of Saint James at his shrine in Compostela, Spain.
Every year, as many as a hundred thousand persons walk a por-
tion of the medieval way of the pilgrim, earning the right to wear
the scallop shell symbol of this journey of faith. In legend, this
city on the northern coast of Spain is the final resting place of the
apostle, and the full name of the cathedral is “Saint James of the
Field of Stars.” There is a tradition that Saint James the Great
preached there.

In the Roman Catholic tradition, the pilgrimage, like any pro-
cession, is a symbol, life’s journey distilled, a powerful sign of our
journey toward a certain goal. The perils of the road, the support of
companions, the contemplative slower pace of life, have the poten-
tial to transform and renew the pilgrims in ways that last a lifetime.
Along the way, the distinctions between rich and poor fall away,
and everyone shares humble rustic food and stops for the night in
hostels or under the stars. After a long walk, the experience of en-
tering through the great doors into the vast cathedral filled with
incense, light, and song is a foretaste of heaven. The pilgrims often
say that their whole lives are redirected toward that moment of
entry into the heavenly Jerusalem. The most memorable feature of
the cathedral is called the botofumeiro, an incense burner on pul-
leys and chains that sweeps through the cathedral in immense cir-
cles, swirling clouds of sweet-smelling incense around the vast
nave.
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Join us as we participate with young Catholics from around the
world in the 15th celebration of World Youth Day which will be held in
Panama City, Panam . Our trip will include 10 days of service work and
pilgrimage in Argentina, followed by the World Youth Day events with
the Holy Father in Panama.
