CHAPTER TWO THE HUMAN COMMUNITY
ARTICLE 1
THE PERSON AND SOCIETY

II. CONVERSION AND SOCIETY
1886 Society is essential to the fulfillment of the human vocation. To attain this aim, respect must be
accorded to the just hierarchy of values, which "subordinates physical and instinctual dimensions to interior
and spiritual ones:"®
Human society must primarily be considered something pertaining to the spiritual. Through it, in the
bright light of truth, men should share their knowledge, be able to exercise their rights and fulfill
their obligations, be inspired to seek spiritual values; mutually derive genuine pleasure from the
beautiful, of whatever order it be; always be readily disposed to pass on to others the best of their
own cultural heritage; and eagerly strive to make their own the spiritual achievements of others.
These benefits not only influence, but at the same time give aim and scope to all that has bearing on
cultural expressions, economic, and social institutions, political movements and forms, laws, and all
other structures by which societ?/ is outwardly established and constantly developed.’
1887 The inversion of means and ends, ° which results in giving the value of ultimate end to what is only a
means for attaining it, or in viewing persons as mere means to that end, engenders unjust structures which
"make Christian conduct in keeping with the commandments of the divine Law-giver difficult and almost
impossible.""!
1888 It is necessary, then, to appeal to the spiritual and moral capacities of the human person and to the
permanent need for his inner conversion, so as to obtain social changes that will really serve him. The
acknowledged priority of the conversion of heart in no way eliminates but on the contrary imposes the
obligation of bringing the appropriate remedies to institutions and living conditions when they are an
inducement to sin, so that they conform to the norms of justice and advance the good rather than hinder it."
1889 Without the help of grace, men would not know how "to discern the often narrow path between the
cowardice which gives in to evil, and the violence which under the illusion of fighting evil only makes it
worse.""® This is the path of charity, that is, of the love of God and of neighbor. Charity is the greatest social
commandment. It respects others and their rights. It requires the practice of justice, and it alone makes us
capable of it. Charity inspires a life of self-giving: "Whoever seeks to gain his life will lose it, but whoever
loses his life will preserve it.""*
IN BRIEF
1890 There is a certain resemblance between the unity of the divine persons and the fraternity that men
ought to establish among themselves.
1891 The human person needs life in society in order to develop in accordance with his nature. Certain
societies, such as the family and the state, correspond more directly to the nature of man.
1892 "The human person . . . is and ought to be the principle, the subject, and the object of every social
organization" (GS 25 § 1).
1893 Widespread participation in voluntary associations and institutions is to be encouraged.
1894 In accordance with the principle of subsidiarity, neither the state nor any larger society should
substitute itself for the initiative and responsibility of individuals and intermediary bodies.
1895 Society ought to promote the exercise of virtue, not obstruct it. It should be animated by a just
hierarchy of values.
1896 Where sin has perverted the social climate, it is necessary to call for the conversion of hearts and
appeal to the grace of God. Charity urges just reforms. There is no solution to the social question apart from
the Gospel (cf. C4 3, 5).

CAPITULO SEGUNDO LA COMUNIDAD HUMANA
ARTICULO 1
LA PERSONA Y LA SOCIEDAD

I1. Conversion y la sociedad
1886 La sociedad es indispensable para la realizacion de la vocacion humana. Para alcanzar este objetivo es
preciso que sea respetada la justa jerarquia de los valores que subordina las dimensiones “materiales e
instintivas” del ser del hombre ““a las interiores y espirituales”(CA36):
«La sociedad humana [...] tiene que ser considerada, ante todo, como una realidad de orden principalmente
espiritual: que impulse a los hombres, iluminados por la verdad, a comunicarse entre si los mas diversos
conocimientos; a defender sus derechos y cumplir sus deberes; a desear los bienes del espiritu; a disfrutar en
comun del justo placer de la belleza en todas sus manifestaciones; a sentirse inclinados continuamente a
compartir con los demas lo mejor de si mismos; a asimilar con afan, en provecho propio, los bienes
espirituales del projimo. Todos estos valores informan y, al mismo tiempo, dirigen las manifestaciones de la
cultura, de la economia, de la convivencia social, del progreso y del orden politico, del ordenamiento
juridico y, finalmente, de cuantos elementos constituyen la expresion externa de la comunidad humana en su
incesante desarrollo» (PT 36).
1887 La inversion de los medios y de los fines (cf CA 41), lo que lleva a dar valor de fin tltimo a lo que s6lo
es medio para alcanzarlo, o a considerar las personas como puros medios para un fin, engendra estructuras
injustas que “hacen ardua y practicamente imposible una conducta cristiana, conforme a los mandamientos
del Legislador Divino” (Pio XII, Mensaje radiofonico, 1 junio 1941).

1888 Es preciso entonces apelar a las capacidades espirituales y morales de la persona y a la exigencia
permanente de su conversion interior para obtener cambios sociales que estén realmente a su servicio. La
prioridad reconocida a la conversion del corazon no elimina en modo alguno, sino, al contrario, impone la
obligacion de introducir en las instituciones y condiciones de vida, cuando inducen al pecado, las mejoras
convenientes para que aquéllas se conformen a las normas de la justicia y favorezcan el bien en lugar de
oponerse a ¢l (cfLG 36).

1889 Sin la ayuda de la gracia, los hombres no sabrian “acertar con el sendero a veces estrecho entre la
mezquindad que cede al mal y la violencia que, creyendo ilusoriamente combatirlo, lo agrava” (CA 25). Es
el camino de la caridad, es decir, del amor de Dios y del prdjimo. La caridad representa el mayor
mandamiento social. Respeta al otro y sus derechos. Exige la practica de la justicia y es la unica que nos
hace capaces de ésta. Inspira una vida de entrega de si mismo: “Quien intente guardar su vida la perdera; y
quien la pierda la conservard” (Lc 17, 33)

Resumen

1890 Existe una cierta semejanza entre la unidad de las personas divinas y la fraternidad que los hombres
deben instaurar entre si.

1891 Para desarrollarse en conformidad con su naturaleza, la persona humana necesita la vida social.
Ciertas sociedades como la familia y la ciudad, corresponden mas inmediatamente a la naturaleza del
hombre.

1892 “El principio, el sujeto y el fin de todas las instituciones sociales es y debe ser la persona

humana” (GS 25, 1).

1893 Es preciso promover una amplia participacion en asociaciones e instituciones de libre iniciativa.
1894 Segun el principio de subsidiariedad, ni el Estado ni ninguna sociedad mas amplia deben suplantar la
iniciativa y la responsabilidad de las personas y de las corporaciones intermedias.

1895 La sociedad debe favorecer el ejercicio de las virtudes, no ser obstdaculo para ellas. Debe inspirarse en
una justa jerarquia de valores.

1896 Donde el pecado pervierte el clima social es preciso apelar a la conversion de los corazones y a la
gracia de Dios. La caridad empuja a reformas justas. No hay solucion a la cuestion social fuera del
Evangelio.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

We owe today’s beautiful feast to a valiant woman who suf-
fered a great deal to establish a feast out of her love for the
Eucharist. Juliana was a nun in Belgium in the thirteenth cen-
tury. She served in a hospital for lepers. She became con-
vinced through her prayer that the liturgical year was incom-
plete because it had no feast for the Eucharist. Her efforts
were not welcome, and a supervising priest sought to punish
her for promoting a feast that “nobody wanted.” He even had
her accused of financial mismanagement and banished her
from her convent.

Shortly after she was exiled, the bishop approved the
feast. It quickly spread through Europe. In those days, people
very seldom received Holy Communion, and so the proces-
sions through the streets with the eucharistic bread not only
led to an awareness of Christ’s hunger to be with us, but pre-
pared the way for a deeper desire to receive Christ’s Body and
Blood in more frequent Communion. The feast grew rapidly,
but Juliana disappeared into poverty and a hidden life. She
ended her days as an “anchoress,” a woman living in seclu-
sion in a room attached to a parish church. Imagine her de-
light at seeing us gathered at the table of the Lord on this day,
aware of Christ’s presence in our midst, sharing fully in
Christ’s Body and Blood. Our celebration today invests her
struggle and sorrows with dignity and meaning.
