HOW GOD INTENDS US TO LIVE

Today’s readings are again directed to believers, communi-
ties of faith. As in last week’s reading, Amos confronts us with
a condemnation of those whose lives are focused on pleasure
and self-absorption. The psalm contrasts that focus with the
Lord’s—justice for the oppressed; food the hungry; freedom for
captives; sight to the blind; raising of those who are bowed
down; loving the just; protecting strangers, orphans, and the
widow; and by doing so, thwarting the way of the wicked. Tim-
othy urges the pursuit of righteousness, devotion, faith, love,
patience, and gentleness. Luke tells the familiar tale of the
wealthy man and the poor beggar at his doorstep, who experi-
ence life very differently in this world and in the next. We are
once again being given clear indications about how God intends
for us to live our lives.

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CHAPTER THREE
GOD'S SALVATION: LAW AND GRACE
ARTICLE 3: THE CHURCH, MOTHER AND TEACHER
I. MORAL LIFE AND THE MAGISTERIUM OF THE CHURCH
2032 The Church, the "pillar and bulwark of the truth," "has received this solemn command of Christ from the apostles to
announce the saving truth."”* "To the Church belongs the right always and everywhere to announce moral principles, including
those pertaining to the social order, and to make judgments on any human affairs to the extent that they are required by the
fundamental rights of the human person or the salvation of souls."”
2033 The Magisterium of the Pastors of the Church in moral matters is ordinarily exercised in catechesis and preaching, with the
help of the works of theologians and spiritual authors. Thus from generation to generation, under the aegis and vigilance of the
pastors, the "deposit" of Christian moral teaching has been handed on, a deposit composed of a characteristic body of rules,
commandments, and virtues proceeding from faith in Christ and animated by charity. Alongside the Creed and the Our Father, the
basis for this catechesis has traditionally been the Decalogue which sets out the principles of moral life valid for all men.
2034 The Roman Pontiff and the bishops are "authentic teachers, that is, teachers endowed with the authority of Christ, who
preach the faith to the people entrusted to them, the faith to be believed and put into practice."”® The ordinary and
universal Magisterium of the Pope and the bishops in communion with him teach the faithful the truth to believe, the charity to
practice, the beatitude to hope for.
2035 The supreme degree of participation in the authority of Christ is ensured by the charism of infallibility. This infallibility
extends as far as does the deposit of divine Revelation; it also extends to all those elements of doctrine, including morals, without
which the saving truths of the faith cannot be preserved, explained, or observed.”’
2036 The authority of the Magisterium extends also to the specific precepts of the natural law, because their observance,
demanded by the Creator, is necessary for salvation. In recalling the prescriptions of the natural law, the Magisterium of the
Church exercises an essential part of its prophetic office of proclaiming to men what they truly are and reminding them of what
they should be before God.”
2037 The law of God entrusted to the Church is taught to the faithful as the way of life and truth. The faithful therefore have
the right to be instructed in the divine saving precepts that purify judgment and, with grace, heal wounded human reason.” They
have the duty of observing the constitutions and decrees conveyed by the legitimate authority of the Church. Even if they concern
disciplinary matters, these determinations call for docility in charity.
2038 In the work of teaching and applying Christian morality, the Church needs the dedication of pastors, the knowledge of
theologians, and the contribution of all Christians and men of good will. Faith and the practice of the Gospel provide each person
with an experience of life "in Christ," who enlightens him and makes him able to evaluate the divine and human realities according
to the Spirit of God.™ Thus the Holy Spirit can use the humblest to enlighten the learned and those in the highest positions.
2039 Ministries should be exercised in a spirit of fraternal service and dedication to the Church, in the name of the Lord.*' At the
same time the conscience of each person should avoid confining itself to individualistic considerations in its moral judgments of
the person's own acts. As far as possible conscience should take account of the good of all, as expressed in the moral law, natural
and revealed, and consequently in the law of the Church and in the authoritative teaching of the Magisterium on moral questions.
Personal conscience and reason should not be set in opposition to the moral law or the Magisterium of the Church.
2040 Thus a true filial spirit toward the Church can develop among Christians. It is the normal flowering of the baptismal grace
which has begotten us in the womb of the Church and made us members of the Body of Christ. In her motherly care, the Church
grants us the mercy of God which prevails over all our sins and is especially at work in the sacrament of reconciliation. With a
mother's foresight, she also lavishes on us day after day in her liturgy the nourishment of the Word and Eucharist of the Lord.
II. THE PRECEPTS OF THE CHURCH
2041 The precepts of the Church are set in the context of a moral life bound to and nourished by liturgical life. The obligatory
character of these positive laws decreed by the pastoral authorities is meant to guarantee to the faithful the very necessary
minimum in the spirit of prayer and moral effort, in the growth in love of God and neighbor:
2042 The first precept ("You shall attend Mass on Sundays and holy days of obligation and rest from servile labor") requires the
faithful to sanctify the day commemorating the Resurrection of the Lord as well as the principal liturgical feasts honoring the
mysteries of the Lord, the Blessed Virgin Mary, and the saints; in the first place, by participating in the Eucharistic celebration, in
which the Christian community is gathered, and by resting from those works and activities which could impede such a
sanctification of these days."
The second precept ("You shall confess your sins at least once a year") ensures preparation for the Eucharist by the reception of
the sacrament of reconciliation, which continues Baptism's work of conversion and forgiveness.®
The third precept ("You shall receive the sacrament of the Eucharist at least during the Easter season") guarantees as a minimum
the reception of the Lord's Body and Blood in connection with the Paschal feasts, the origin and center of the Christian liturgy.™
2043 The fourth precept ("You shall observe the days of fasting and abstinence established by the Church") ensures the times of
ascesis and penance which prepare us for the liturgical feasts and help us acquire mastery over our instincts and freedom of heart.*
The fifth precept ("You shall help to provide for the needs of the Church") means that the faithful are obliged to assist with the
material needs of the Church, each according to his own ability.*
The faithful also have the duty of providing for the material needs of the Church, each according to his own abilities.*’
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CAPiTULO TERCERO
LA SALVACION DE DIOS: LA LEY Y LA GRACIA
ARTICULO 3: La Iglesia, madre y maestra
L. Vida moral y Magisterio de la Iglesia
2032. La Iglesia, “columna y fundamento de la verdad” (/ Tm 3, 15), “recibi6 de los Apostoles [...] este solemne mandato de
Cristo de anunciar la verdad que nos salva” (LG 17). “Compete siempre y en todo lugar a la Iglesia proclamar los principios
morales, incluso los referentes al orden social, asi como dar su juicio sobre cualesquiera asuntos humanos, en la medida en que lo
exijan los derechos fundamentales de la persona humana o la salvacion de las almas” (CIC can. 747, §2).
2033 El magisterio de los pastores de la Iglesia en materia moral se ejerce ordinariamente en la catequesis y en la predicacion, con
la ayuda de las obras de los tedlogos y de los autores espirituales. Asi se ha transmitido de generacion en generacion, bajo la
direccion y vigilancia de los pastores, el “depdsito” de la moral cristiana, compuesto de un conjunto caracteristico de normas, de
mandamientos y de virtudes que proceden de la fe en Cristo y estan vivificados por la caridad. Esta catequesis ha tomado
tradicionalmente como base, junto al Credo y el Padre Nuestro, el Decalogo que enuncia los principios de la vida moral validos
para todos los hombres.
2034 El Romano Pontifice y los obispos como “maestros auténticos por estar dotados de la autoridad de Cristo [...] predican al
pueblo que tienen confiado la fe que hay que creer y que hay que llevar a la practica” (LG 25). El magisterio ordinario y universal
del Papa y de los obispos en comunion con ¢l ensefia a los fieles la verdad que han de creer, la caridad que han de practicar, la
bienaventuranza que han de esperar.
2035 El grado supremo de la participacion en la autoridad de Cristo esta asegurado por el carisma de la infalibilidad. Esta se
extiende a todo el depdsito de la revelacion divina (cf LG 25); se extiende también a todos los elementos de doctrina, comprendida
la moral, sin los cuales las verdades salvificas de la fe no pueden ser salvaguardadas, expuestas u observadas (cf Congregacion
para la Doctrina de la Fe, Decl. Mysterium ecclesiae, 3).
2036 La autoridad del Magisterio se extiende también a los preceptos especificos de la ley natural, porque su observancia, exigida
por el Creador, es necesaria para la salvacion. Recordando las prescripciones de la ley natural, el Magisterio de la Iglesia ejerce
una parte esencial de su funcion profética de anunciar a los hombres lo que son en verdad y de recordarles lo que deben ser ante
Dios (cf. DH 14).
2037 La ley de Dios, confiada a la Iglesia, es ensefiada a los fieles como camino de vida y de verdad. Los fieles, por tanto, tienen
el derecho (cf CIC can. 213) de ser instruidos en los preceptos divinos salvificos que purifican el juicio y, con la gracia, sanan la
razon humana herida. Tienen el deber de observar las constituciones y los decretos promulgados por la autoridad legitima de la
Iglesia. Aunque sean disciplinares, estas determinaciones requieren la docilidad en la caridad.
2038 En la obra de ensefianza y de aplicacion de la moral cristiana, la Iglesia necesita la dedicacion de los pastores, la ciencia de
los tedlogos, la contribucion de todos los cristianos y de los hombres de buena voluntad. La fe y la practica del Evangelio procuran
a cada uno una experiencia de la vida “en Cristo” que ilumina y da capacidad para estimar las realidades divinas y humanas segiin
el Espiritu de Dios (cf / Co 2, 10-15). Asi el Espiritu Santo puede servirse de los mas humildes para iluminar a los sabios y los
constituidos en mas alta dignidad.
2039 Los ministerios deben ejercerse en un espiritu de servicio fraternal y de entrega a la Iglesia en nombre del Sefior (cf Rm 12,
8.11). Al mismo tiempo, la conciencia de cada cual en su juicio moral sobre sus actos personales, debe evitar encerrarse en una
consideracion individual. Con mayor empefio debe abrirse a la consideracion del bien de todos seglin se expresa en la ley moral,
natural y revelada, y consiguientemente en la ley de la Iglesia y en la ensefianza autorizada del Magisterio sobre las cuestiones
morales. No se ha de oponer la conciencia personal y la razon a la ley moral o al Magisterio de la Iglesia.
2040 Asi puede desarrollarse entre los cristianos un verdadero espiritu filial con respecto a la Iglesia. Es el desarrollo normal de la
gracia bautismal, que nos engendro en el seno de la Iglesia y nos hizo miembros del Cuerpo de Cristo. En su solicitud materna, la
Iglesia nos concede la misericordia de Dios que va mas alla del simple perdon de nuestros pecados y actia especialmente en el
sacramento de la Reconciliacion. Como madre previsora, nos prodiga también en su liturgia, dia tras dia, el alimento de la Palabra
y de la Eucaristia del Sefior.
I1. Los mandamientos de la Iglesia
2041 Los mandamientos de la Iglesia se sitian en la linea de una vida moral referida a la vida litirgica y que se alimenta de ella.
El caracter obligatorio de estas leyes positivas promulgadas por la autoridad eclesiastica tiene por fin garantizar a los fieles el
minimo indispensable en el espiritu de oracion y en el esfuerzo moral, en el crecimiento del amor de Dios y del projimo.
2042 El primer mandamiento («oir misa entera los domingos y demas fiestas de precepto y no realizar trabajos serviles») exige a los fieles
que santifiquen el dia en el cual se conmemora la Resurreccion del Sefior y las fiestas litargicas principales en honor de los misterios del
Sefior, de la Santisima Virgen Maria y de los santos, en primer lugar participando en la celebracion eucaristica en la que se congrega la
comunidad cristiana y descansando de aquellos trabajos y ocupaciones que puedan impedir esa santificacion de esos dias (cf CIC can 1246
-1248; CCEO can. 881, 1.2.4).
El segundo mandamiento («confesar los pecados mortales al menos una vez al afio») asegura la preparacion a la Eucaristia mediante la
recepcion del sacramento de la Reconciliacion, que contintia la obra de conversion y de perdon del Bautismo (cf CIC can. 989; CCEO can.
719).
El tercer mandamiento («recibir el sacramento de la Eucaristia al menos por Pascua») garantiza un minimo en la recepcion del Cuerpo y la
Sangre del Sefior en conexion con el tiempo de Pascua, origen y centro de la liturgia cristiana (cf CIC can. 920; CCEO can. 708-881, 3).
2043 El cuarto mandamiento («abstenerse de comer carne y ayunar en los dias establecidos por la Iglesia») asegura los tiempos de ascesis
y de penitencia que nos preparan para las fiestas litirgicas y para adquirir el dominio sobre nuestros instintos, y la libertad del corazon (cf
CIC can. 1249-1251; CCEO can. 882).
El quinto mandamiento («ayudar a la Iglesia en sus necesidades») enuncia que los fieles estan obligados de ayudar, cada uno segtin su
posibilidad, a las necesidades materiales de la Iglesia (cf CIC can. 222).

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

Over the past century, a desire to recover a deep sense of unity
among all believers in Christ has grown. The “ecumenical move-
ment” (from the Greek word meaning the “the whole inhabited
world”) began among Protestant Christians, but was given great
energy in 1920 with a letter from the Orthodox Patriarch of Con-
stantinople, calling for closer dialogue and cooperation among
Christians. In 1960, Pope John XXIII invited Protestant and Or-
thodox observers to the Second Vatican Council. In 1964, the
Council’s Decree on Ecumenism named these Christians
“separated brethren,” a huge leap forward from the time of label-
ing them as “outside the Church.” A year later, a new pope, Paul
VI, and the Orthodox Patriarch officially nullified the condemna-
tions that walled off East from West for nine hundred years.

The pace and optimism of the 1960s has sadly waned, and
the signs of progress toward unity are few; yet there are wider
agreements on sharing Communion among various Christian
denominations, and among Protestants agreements regarding
sharing of ecclesiastical life and ministry. Among the success
stories of the ecumenical movement are greater cooperation
among Christian clergy, a similar Lectionary for Protestants and
Catholics, and even experiments in the monastic life and com-
mon worship.
