HOPEFUL EXPECTATION

Our liturgical year begins with the season of Ad-
vent—a time of hopeful expectation of the coming of the
Lord. On the First Sunday of Advent we look forward to the
end of time when we will awaken to the dawn of Christ’s new
day.

Today we hear Isaiah speak of a day when God’s
power will have brought universal peace and God’s Word will
have instructed all people, radiating God’s “light” (teachings)
into all of hum
an society. Only when humanity walks “in the light of the
Lorp” (Isaiah 2:5), when all people desire to be instructed “in
[God’s] ways” (Isaiah 2:3), will the world be set aright and
our deepest longings fulfilled. The reading from Romans calls
us to “awake from sleep” for this final “day is at
hand” (Romans 13:11, 12). Together this Sunday’s scriptures
proclaim our Christian faith that Jesus is the One who will
finally come to fulfill God’s plan of salvation.

Those who use social media or read news
reports online are familiar with ICYMI, which is
shorthand for “in case you missed it.” We might
think of today's readings as an “in case you &
missed it" announcement for these early days of
Advent. We often think of Advent as the season |
that precedes Christmas, all about waiting and
longing for the coming of the Christ child, which
it is. Yet in the early weeks of Advent, we focus
on the return of Christ at the end of time, and how we are
called to be prepared for it.

Most of us do not spend much time thinking about the end
of time or the prospect of Christ’s return in glory. We may not
want to admit to ourselves that our actions or attitudes are far
from the ways in which we know we should conduct ourselves
as Christian people. Or maybe we are uncomfortable with the
whole idea of final judgment. It makes us squirm, so we adopt
an attitude of “out of sight, out of mind,” and go about our
daily lives without much thought or reflection on who we are
called to be as disciples of our Lord.

HIT THE RESET BUTTON

Advent is the beginning of a new liturgical year and can be
a time for us to embrace the light of God's love more deeply.
If we realize that we are failing to live as we know we ought,
let this season be a time to reset our commitment to living
and growing as people of faith. While much of these next few
weeks will be consumed by our preparations for Christmas,
it is good for us to also take some time to take stock and
commend our hearts and lives to Christ. Let us “stay awake” to
Christ’s higher purposes, not out of a sense of dread or fear of
judgment, but rather in anticipation of the advent, or coming,
of our Lord.

SAINT JOHN OF DAMASCUS (c. 675-749)
December 4

From almost 1300 years ago, John’s message for
the church’s spirituality and mission is surprisingly con-
temporary. Pope Benedict said that in our modern culture
of images, sacred images often speak more eloquently than
words. This “incarnational theology,” the concept that visi-
ble, tangible elements can give believers access to divine
realities beyond, found an eloquent champion in John of
Damascus. He challenged the Iconoclasts (image-breakers),
whose misinterpretation of the biblical prohibition of idola-
trous images (Exodus 20:4-5) led them to campaign for the
destruction of all sacred art. Before this controversy, how-
ever, John bore witness to Christ in a way that provides a
timely example for Christians in today’s pluralistic society.
Succeeding his grandfather and father, John served as chief
financial officer to the Muslim caliph, professing his Chris-
tian faith without compromise, while winning the esteem
of his Islamic sovereign by his competence and integrity.
No wonder John could eloquently defend icons as
“windows into heaven”—he had already learned to see
Christ in the living icons of people different from himself
yet fashioned in the same divine image!

Este joven de origen vasco emigro a Paris para cursar
estudios profesionales durante once afios. Ahi destaco por su
inteligencia y dotes deportivas. No obstante, conoci6 a otro
joven vasco de nombre Ignacio, del castillo de Loyola, quien
lo desafio a ‘cosas mayores’. Vivid asi sus ejercicios
espirituales, logrando una conversion interior y entrega a la
voluntad de Dios. Junto con otros seis jovenes, incluyendo
Ignacio, se convirtié en uno de los primeros miembros de la
Compaiiia de Jesus (Jesuitas).

En 1541 se embarcd como misionero y nuncio papal a
Goa, al Sur de la India. Ocho afios mas tarde, extendio su viaje
a Japon, civilizacion que le impacté mucho por su sistema de
valores y nivel educativo. Aprendi6 de ellos su cultura e
idioma, les ensefio ciencia y Evangelio, llegando a entender
que, a fin de lograr la conversion de Japon, seria necesario
evangelizar también a China. Aunque plane¢ el viaje a China
para continuar su obra, la muerte le sorprendiod y su viaje
quedoé pendiente. El Papa Pio XI lo declar6 patrono de las
misiones en 1927.
