THE LORD HAS DONE GREAT THINGS FOR US

Isaiah prophesies for the Lord: “Remember not the events of the past, the things of

long ago consider not; see, | am doing something new!” One of the most dangerous

things that we can do is get stuck in our old ways. As individuals, as parishes, as
nations we can say, “We’ve always done it that way,” and miss calls to growth and
change. Throughout this Lent and our lives, God continues to call us to life, and we
should celebrate that! The psalmist reminds us that “The Lord has done great things
for us; we are filled with joy!” Saint Paul realizes this as he explains, “I continue my
pursuit toward the goal, the prize of God’s upward calling, in Christ Jesus.” In the
Gospel, Jesus offers a new way of looking at a tricky situation and provides a kinder,
less judgmental response.

AN AGE-OLD STORY OF JUDGEMENT

In our Gospel today we hear an ancient story, but one that feels like it could be taken
out of the headlines today. We can be very quick to pass judgment on others, those
with different political or cultural backgrounds, or perhaps with a different sexual
orientation. Jesus was teaching in the temple, and the scribes and Pharisees did not

like the message that he was proclaiming or the popularity he was gaining. When a

nearby woman was caught in adultery, they thought it was the perfect chance to trip
Jesus up, wondering how he would respond when the Mosaic Law provided clear
consequences for such behavior. Many would be able to quote instantly chapter
and verse of the law pertaining to the infraction. Instead of answering their question,
Jesus turned it back on the accusers: “Let the one among you who is without sin be
the first to throw a stone at her.”

DRAWING IN THE SAND
Awaiting the response of those challenging him, Jesus bent over and wrote in the

sand. According to scripture scholar John Pilch, this was a simple technique that

peasants used to buy time in a discussion or argument. Instead of looking the

scribes and pharisees in the eye, he looked down and did his own thing while they

all slipped away. The scriptures do not tell us what the woman was doing during this
time. But by not looking at her, Jesus gave her a chance to restore her own dignity.
He didn’t comment on her innocence or guilt. Rather, he instructed her to go forth
and sin no more. It is not our past that
matters as much as the choices we make

now and in the future. Again and again, TODAY’S READINGS

EL SENOR HA HECHO GRANDES COSAS POR NOSOTROS

Isaias profetiza para el Sefior: “No te acuerdas de los acontecimientos del pasado,
no consideres las cosas de antafo; jmira que estoy haciendo algo nuevo!” Una de
las cosas mas peligrosas que podemos hacer es quedarnos estancados en nuestras
viejas costumbres. Como individuos, como parroquias, como naciones, podemos
decir: “Siempre lo hemos hecho asi”, y perder las llamadas al crecimiento y al cambio.
A lo largo de esta Cuaresma y de nuestras vidas, Dios sigue llamandonos a la vida, jy
deberiamos celebrarlo! El salmista nos recuerda que “El Sefior ha hecho grandes co-

sas por nosotros; jestamos llenos de alegria!” San Pablo se da cuenta de ello cuando
explica: “Sigo persiguiendo la meta, el premio de la llamada de Dios hacia lo alto, en

Cristo Jesus”. En el Evangelio, Jesus ofrece una nueva forma de ver una situacion
complicada y proporciona una respuesta mas amable y menos sentenciosa.

UNA HISTORIA ANTIGUA DE JUICIO

En nuestro Evangelio de hoy escuchamos una historia antigua, pero que se siente
como si pudiera ser sacada de los titulares de hoy. Podemos ser muy rapidos a la
hora de juzgar a los demas, a los que tienen un trasfondo politico o cultural diferente,
o tal vez una orientacion sexual distinta. Jesus estaba ensefiando en el templo, y a los
escribas y fariseos no les gustaba el mensaje que proclamaba ni la popularidad que
estaba ganando. Cuando una mujer cercana fue sorprendida en adulterio, pensaron
que era la oportunidad perfecta para ponerle la zancadilla a JesUs, preguntandose
como responderia cuando la ley mosaica establecia claras consecuencias para ese
comportamiento. Muchos serian capaces de citar al instante el capitulo y el versiculo
de la ley correspondiente a la infraccion. En lugar de responder a su pregunta, Jesus
se volvié contra los acusadores: “Aquel de ustedes que esté libre de pecado sea el
primero en arrojar una piedra”.

ESCRIBIR EN LA ARENA

Esperando la respuesta de los que le desafiaban, Jesus se agachod y escribio en la
arena. Segun el bibliéfilo John Pilch, se trataba de una técnica sencilla que los camp-
esinos utilizaban para ganar tiempo en una discusion o en un argumento. En lugar de
mirar a los ojos a los escribas y fariseos, miraba habia abajo y hacia lo suyo, aunque

todos se escabullian. Las Escrituras no nos dicen qué hacia la mujer durante ese ti-

empo. Pero al no mirarla, Jesus le dio la oportunidad de recuperar su propia dignidad.
No hizo ningin comentario sobre su inocencia o culpabilidad. Al contrario, le ordend
que saliera y no pecara mas. No es nues-

tro pasado lo que importa, sino las deci-

siones que tomamos ahoray en el futuro. LECTURAS DE HOY

Let her be stoned, and he would fail to
show mercy toward her, contradicting his life’s mes-
sage. Jesus’ response teaches three crucial lessons:
none of us is free of sin; we are not the ultimate judges
of others; Jesus is the mercy of God, in whom we can
always trust. In Christ, God does something new.
When we give our hearts to Christ, we have the hope
of new life, a life in which mercy reigns.
