PRAYER FOR THE WEEK 

Jesus, sometimes it is so difficult to love my enemies—those 
who wrong me, who persecute me, who don’t understand me. 
Yet, you call me to love them as if they were my friends. How 
must I do that? Please reveal to me today and every day how it 
is that I can love more deeply and more freely, for you make 

all things new. Make me new again today. Amen.  

TO BE SHARED 

The love of God is too big to be contained. When we receive 
it, we need to share it. Paul and Barnabas cannot help but 
share the Gospel of Christ, because they have experienced the 
love of Christ. Even in the face of hardship, Paul and Barna-
bas cannot contain themselves. Maybe you’ve met someone 
who is really excited about a new restaurant, music album, or 
event—he or she may have been slightly annoying in his or 
her (over)sharing. If we are so excited about minor, worldly 
things, what prevents us from joyfully sharing the love of 
God?  

 It may be the fear of persecution or suffering. After all, the 
first reading prepares us for that. But the second reading gives 
us a spoiler for the end of the story: Christ wins! Every tear is 
wiped away. Heaven and earth are renewed. God’s love wins 
and saves the day. Hardships are temporary, but the love of 
God stands firm forever. When we share that love, God is glo-
rified on earth, and as more people experience that love, they 
share it and God is further glorified. Don’t try to contain the 
loved that God gives you; it cannot be contained. It must be 
shared.  

PARA COMPARTIR 

El amor de Dios es demasiado grande para contenerlo. Cuando 
lo recibimos, necesitamos compartirlo. Pablo y Bernabé no 
pueden evitar compartir el Evangelio de Cristo, porque han ex-
perimentado el amor de Cristo. Incluso ante las dificultades, 
Pablo y Bernabé no se pueden contener. Quizás hayas conocido 
a alguien muy entusiasmado con un nuevo restaurante, álbum 
de música o evento; puede que haya sido un poco molesto al 
compartir (demasiado). Si nos entusiasmamos tanto por cosas 
pequeñas y mundanas, ¿qué nos impide compartir con alegría el 
amor de Dios? 

Puede ser el miedo a la persecución o al sufrimiento. Después 
de todo, la primera lectura nos prepara para eso. Pero la segun-
da lectura nos da un adelanto del final de la historia: ¡Cristo 
vence! Toda lágrima es enjugada. El cielo y la tierra se renue-
van. El amor de Dios vence y salva el día. Las dificultades son 
temporales, pero el amor de Dios permanece firme para siem-
pre. Cuando compartimos ese amor, Dios es glorificado en la 
tierra, y a medida que más personas experimentan ese amor, lo 
comparten y Dios es aún más glorificado. No intentes contener 
el amor que Dios te da; es incontenible. Debe ser compartido.
