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HAPPY FATHER'S DAY

Father’s Day is here! I read a funny Hallmark card the other day that said something like,
“Ever wonder why father’s day is a month after mother’s day? It took a month for some
fathers to say, ‘Hey... wait a minute!’” Not true, but still funny...

Reflecting on Father’s Day brought to mind a few things. First, the importance of the father
as the HEAD of the household and the DEFENDER of the faith in the family. Of course our
mothers play a crucial role in our spiritual development as well, but we cannot replace the
value of the father and his role in our spirituality.

I also think it’s a good time to talk about blessing
our children. Not only CAN fathers do this, but
fathers SHOULD bless their children! I'm always
making the sign of the cross on babies. Well
dads, you should do this every day — when you enter the church bless your children’s
foreheads with holy water. Even with advanced dementia, my mom blesses me with the sign
of the cross. She used to add: “Love the Lord! Let everything you do honor Him!” Father’s
Day seems like a good time to think about the ways which we can pray for and bless our
children each day, guiding them closer to Jesus through our example and prayers.

And let’s not forget our fathers here at St. John’s! This Father’s Day let’s remember to pray
for our priests, that God give them wisdom and strength as they work tirelessly to guide us
in our spiritual growth toward the Father in heaven.

Father’s Day is also a time to remember the incredible love our Father in heaven has for us.
It is a love that created us into being, a love so great that He sent his only Son to redeem
us.
