Requirements: 
• Make and appointment with a priest and bring your child’s 

birth certificate. 
• God parents  MUST be married in the Catholic Church or 

be single and MUST have received all three sacraments of 
initiation (Baptism, First Communion, and Confirmation) 
and be over 16 years of age. 

• God parents who are single CANNOT be people living 
with their girlfriend or boyfriend or married civilly. 

• It is preferable to have a God father and a God mother; 
however, ONE god parent is permissible. 

Parents and God parents MUST participate in the Baptismal 
class.
