Number and Operations:  extend understanding and computation skills involving rational and irrational 
numbers, locate placement on a number line, estimate the value of irrational expressions
               Algebraic Reasoning:  properties of exponents, solve linear equations, including equations that require using the 
distributive property, combining like terms, solve and graph inequalities, identify whether a relation is a function 
using various representations, compare linear and nonlinear functions, model linear functions by creating a 
table, graph, and an equation, interpret the rate of change (slope) and initial value (y-intercept) 
               Geometry and Measurement:  apply volume formulas for cones, cylinders, and spheres, describe 
transformations on the coordinate plane using transformational language, solve angles in angle-pair 
relationships, and interior and exterior angles of triangles, find angles formed by parallel lines and a transversal, 
apply the Pythagorean Theorem
               Data, Probability, and Statistics:  understand and apply probability concepts, solve problems involving bivariate 
measurements, interpreting slope and intercepts, make predictions using a linear model
