INDULGENCES IN NOVEMBER  
 

Praying for the Dead and Gaining Indulgences 
During November 
  
The faithful who visit a cemetery to pray for the faith-
ful departed, saying the Lord’s Prayer and 
the Creed (even if only mentally), may gain a plenary 
indulgence once only under the usual condi-
tions: sacramental confession (eight days before or 
after the act), Eucharistic Communion on that day, 
and prayer for the Pope’s intentions (usually one Our 
Father and Hail Mary as minimum). Each day between 
November 1 and November 8, this gains a plenary in-
dulgence that can only be applied to the poor souls in 
purgatory.
