SUNDAY REFLECTION

Today's gospel reading represent the climax of the lengthy
Bread of Life Discourse in Chapter six of John's gospel.
The first fifty verses have been concerned with the spiritual
nourishment that Jesus has brought into our spiritually
famished world. In fact, Jesus declares, that he is "the bread
of life,” that is, the nourishment that provides the kind of
spiritual life that cannot be threatened by illness or death.
He makes it clear, however, that this nourishment is
available only to those who believe in him, that is, to those
who accept and adopt in their lives his teaching about
unselfish love. In the climactic verse fifty-one, we find the
first mention of the Eucharist itself: "the bread that | will
give is my flesh for the life of the world.” This verse,
therefore, represents John's version of the institution of the
Eucharist, which is found here in his gospel rather than at
the Last Supper. This radical change gives John ample
opportunity to insist, in the previous fifty verses, on the
importance of a believing, rather than a merely routine,
reception of the Eucharist. Life Implications John uses
much more graphic language than the other evangelists in
his description of the institution and the implications of the
Eucharist.

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When the audience of Jesus resists his statement about his
"flesh for the life of the world,” he repeats and reinforces
his original words: "Amen, amen, | say to you, unless you
eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood, you do
not have life within you”. This forceful statement not only
insists on the importance of receiving the Eucharist but it
also means, as we see everywhere in this gospel, that the
meaning of the Eucharist must be reflected in the lives of
those who receive the sacrament. For this is Body-broken
and Blood-poured-out for others. Accordingly, we will
participate fully in the benefits of the Eucharist only to the
extent that we imitate, in all aspects of our lives, the
generosity and unselfishness that we see in the life of Jesus
himself.

The Eucharist will certainly help us to be more thoughtful
and compassionate and forgiving but this cannot happen
without our own serious commitment to love and service of
others. John then goes beyond the other gospels in spelling
out the practical implications of conforming our lives to the
demands of the Eucharist.

The most significant consequence is presented in verse 57:
"Just as the living Father sent me and | have life because of
the Father, so also the one who feeds on me will have life
because of me.” This is a truly daring and wonderful
assurance that we fragile human beings can hope to share in
the very life of God. We can actually enter into that flow of
life that courses between the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.
And to the extent that this happens, through our
commitment to God's unselfish way of loving, our eternal
life will be assured.

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REFLEXION DEL DOMINGO

La lectura del evangelio de hoy representa la culminacién
del discurso de Pan de Vida en el capitulo seis del
Evangelio de Juan. Los primeros cincuenta versos se han
concentrado por el alimento espiritual que JesUs ha traido a
nuestro mundo espiritualmente hambriento. De hecho, Jesus
declara que El es "el pan de vida", es decir, el alimento que
proporciona el tipo de vida espiritual que no puede ser
amenazada por la enfermedad o la muerte. El deja claro, sin
embargo, que este alimento solo estd disponible a los que
creen en El, es decir, a aquellos que aceptan y adoptan en
sus vidas su ensefianza sobre el amor desinteresado. En el
verso culminante, cincuenta y uno, encontramos la primera
mencion de la misma Eucaristia: "el pan que yo daré es mi
carne para la vida del mundo." Este verso, por lo tanto,
representa la version de Juan de la institucién de la
Eucaristia, que se encuentra aqui en su evangelio en lugar
de la Ultima Cena. Este cambio radical le da a Juan amplia
oportunidad para insistir, en los cincuenta versos anteriores,
sobre la importancia de una creencia, mas que una mera
rutina, la recepcion de la Eucaristia. En sus implicaciones
de vida, Juan usa mucho mas el lenguaje grafico que los
otros evangelistas en su descripcion de la institucion y las
implicaciones de la Eucaristia.

Cuando la audiencia de JesUs se resiste a su declaracion
acerca de su "carne para la vida del mundo”, repite y
refuerza sus palabras originales: "En verdad, en verdad los
digo: Si comen la carne del Hijo del hombre y no beben su
sangre, no podran tener vida en ustedes". Esta declaracion
contundente no sélo insiste en la importancia de recibir la
Eucaristia, pero también significa, como lo vemos en todas
partes en este evangelio, que el significado de la Eucaristia
debe reflejarse en las vidas de los que reciben el
sacramento. En consecuencia, vamos a participar
plenamente en los beneficios de la Eucaristia s6lo en la
medida en que imitamos, en todos los aspectos de nuestras
vidas, la generosidad y el altruismo que vemos en la vida de
Jesus mismo.

La Eucaristia serd sin duda la que nos ayude a ser mas
reflexivos, compasivos y clementes, pero esto no puede
suceder sin nuestro serio compromiso de amar y servir a los
demas. Juan entonces va mas alla de los otros evangelios en
detallar las implicaciones précticas de nuestras vidas
conforme a las exigencias de la Eucaristia.

"Asi como el Padre que vive me ha enviado y yo vivo por el
Padre, asi también el que me come vivird por mi*. Esta es
una verdadera audacia y maravillosa seguridad de que como
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fragiles seres humanos podemos esperar para compartir en
la vida misma de Dios. En realidad, puede entrar en ese

fluir de la vida entre el Padre, el Hijo y el Espiritu Santo. Y
en la medida que esto sucede, a través de nuestro
compromiso con la manera desinteresada de Dios de amar,
nuestra vida eterna estara asegurada.
