Some thoughts from Fr. Mike… 
 
 

Dear Friends,  

 
     Today we celebrate the Ascension of the Lord, a mystery that marks both an end and a beginning. Jesus, 

who lived, suffered, died, and rose again, is now taken up into heaven in glory. But He is not gone. He is 

not absent.  He is more present to us than ever. 

    In the first reading from Acts, the disciples stand looking into the sky as Jesus is taken up before their 

eyes. It is a moment of awe and confusion. The angels ask, “Why are you standing there looking at the 

sky?” It is almost a gentle rebuke: Do not stay frozen. Do not just watch. Move.  Act.  Live the mission.  

The Ascension is not about Jesus leaving us—it is about Jesus empowering us to be His witnesses in the 

world.  He entrusts His mission to the Church—to us. And He does not abandon us.  Rather, He promises 

the Holy Spirit to guide, strengthen, and animate us. 
     In the second reading from Ephesians, St. Paul prays that we may have a spirit of wisdom and revelation 

to know the hope of our calling. He speaks of Christ seated at the right hand of the Father—above all 

powers and dominions. And then he says something remarkable: God has placed all things beneath His 

feet—and made Him head over all things for the Church.  This is not just theological poetry. It’s a promise. 

Jesus, our Head, has entered into glory. And where the Head has gone, the Body—us, His Church—is 

destined to follow.  The Ascension is a preview of our own destiny: to be with God, in glory, forever. 

     The Gospel from Luke ends not with sadness but with joy.  The disciples worship Jesus and return to 

Jerusalem with great joy.  Why?  Because they finally understand. Jesus has not left them alone—He has 

gone to prepare a place for them, and He will send the Spirit.  And now, the mission is clear: "That 

repentance for the forgiveness of sins would be preached in His name to all nations."  This is our task.  The 

Church is not meant to look up into the sky waiting for Jesus to return; we are meant to look out into the 

world and proclaim the Gospel. 

     So, the Ascension teaches us to live between heaven and earth.  Our eyes are lifted to the heavens—our 

ultimate home—but our feet are firmly planted in the mission field.  We are to live as witnesses: of Christ’s 

death, His resurrection, and His enduring presence through His Spirit. 

Let us not stand still, looking up.  Let us move forward in hope, in joy, and in mission, for Jesus has gone 

ahead of us—and He will come again in glory.

Sponsors must obtain Sponsor forms from their home parish – Sponsors must be active 
practicing Catholics.  The Sacrament of Baptism is not celebrated during the Season of Lent.   
 
Marriage – Diocesan policy requires that arrangements for Marriage be made one (1) year in 
advance of the wedding.  Refer any questions to the Pastor.   
 
Sick Calls – Please contact the Parish Office when someone is seriously ill requiring a visit by 
a Priest.  If someone is unable to attend Mass on a regular basis and would like to receive 
Communion please call the Parish Office 
 
Registration – We are glad you are here and want you to feel like a full member of the parish.  
Registering as a parishioner helps us to know who you are and to stay in touch.  Registration is 
required for sponsor forms. 
 
Sponsor Certificates – This is a form required to be a Godparent or Sponsor for Confirmation.  
To receive a form, the following is required: -Be a registered, active (attends Mass) member 
of the parish (for at least 6 months); be at least 16 years of age; must have completed the 
Sacraments of Baptism, Eucharist and Confirmation; If married, have a valid marriage within 
the Church.
