Some thoughts from Fr. Mike...

Dear Friends,

Today we celebrate Pentecost, the birthday of the Church, the day the Risen Lord fulfills His
promise and sends the Holy Spirit upon the disciples. In the Gospel of John, we hear how Jesus
appeared to His frightened followers, locked away in fear. His first words to them are not rebuke,
but words of blessing: "Peace be with you."

That peace is not simply the absence of conflict—it is the presence of the Risen Christ. Jesus
showed them His hands and His side, the marks of His love, and in doing so, He reassures them:
"It is truly I." And then He breathes on them the Holy Spirit, saying, "As the Father has sent me,
so | send you."

There are three things that happen in the Gospel that define the mission of the Church:

First, Jesus offers His peace, not the world’s peace, but the peace that comes from knowing
we are loved and forgiven. As disciples today, we are called to be people of peace—not only in
our own hearts, but as peacemakers in our homes, workplaces, and communities.

Secondly, Jesus told the disciples that they would be given a mission that they must be willing
to fulfill. "As the Father sent me, so | send you." Pentecost is not a private gift; it is a sending
forth. The Holy Spirit empowers us to go beyond the walls of the Church, beyond fear, and to
witness to Christ with our lives.

Thirdly, Jesus entrusted the Church with the ministry of reconciliation: "Whose sins you
forgive are forgiven them." In a world burdened by guilt, division, and pain, the Church is called
to be God’s agent of mercy. The fulfillment of that responsibility begins with us. The only way to
bring about success to God’s plan is by accepting God’s forgiveness and extending that same
mercy to others.

As we celebrate the great Feast of Pentecost, let us ask the Holy Spirit today to renew in us
the gifts we received at our Baptism and Confirmation. May we be people of peace, missionaries
of joy, and instruments of forgiveness in a world that still longs to hear the words: "Peace be with
you."
