     Whether you are a father, grandfather, godfather, spiritual father, or mentor, know that your role is 
irreplaceable and your vocation noble.  May you be strengthened in your calling and encouraged by 
the love and prayers of your family and friends. 
 
 
 

 

Some thoughts from Fr. Mike… 
 
 

Dear Friends,  

 
          Today we celebrate the Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity, one of the central mysteries of our faith.  

We profess it every time we make the Sign of the Cross: In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of 

the Holy Spirit.  But what does it truly mean?  And how does this mystery shape the way we live? 

     In today’s Gospel, Jesus tells His disciples, “I have much more to tell you, but you cannot bear it now.  

But when He comes, the Spirit of truth, He will guide you to all truth.”  Jesus is speaking about the 

unfolding of divine revelation — that the truth about God is so profound, so mysterious, that it could not be 

revealed all at once. 

      What Jesus is preparing them for is the full revelation of God as Trinity — one God in three Divine 

Persons.  Not three gods.  Not one God who puts on three different masks.  But a communion of love: 

Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, eternally united in perfect self-giving. 

     We often say that the Trinity is a mystery.  That does not mean it is something we cannot understand at 

all.  It means it’s something we can never fully grasp — but that we can enter into, through faith, prayer, 

and love. 

     So, what does this mean for our daily lives?  First, the Trinity is a model of unity. In a world so divided 

— by race, politics, status, and pride — the Trinity teaches us that diversity does not need to lead to 

division. The Father, Son, and Holy Spirit are distinct, yet perfectly united in love and purpose. So should 

we be. 

     Second, the Trinity is a model of self-giving love.  The Father gives all to the Son.  The Son gives all to 

the Father.  The Spirit proceeds from this love.  This is what we are called to imitate — not self-

centeredness, but generous, sacrificial love. 

     Third, the Trinity is God-with-us.  The Father created us, the Son redeems us, and the Holy Spirit 

sanctifies us.  That means that wherever we are in life God is not far away.  God is in us, among us, and 

working through us. 

     So today, rather than trying to solve the mystery, let us live it.  Let us let the life of the Trinity inspire 

our prayer, shape our relationships, and draw us ever deeper into the love of God.

BAPTISM – The Sacrament of Baptism is normally celebrated on the 1st and 3rd Sunday of the 
month at 12:30 PM.  Baptisms must be scheduled in advance by calling the Parish Office.  
Sponsors must obtain Sponsor forms from their home parish – Sponsors must be active 
practicing Catholics.  The Sacrament of Baptism is not celebrated during the Season of Lent.   
 
Marriage – Diocesan policy requires that arrangements for Marriage be made one (1) year in 
advance of the wedding.  Refer any questions to the Pastor.   
 
Sick Calls – Please contact the Parish Office when someone is seriously ill requiring a visit by 
a Priest.  If someone is unable to attend Mass on a regular basis and would like to receive 
Communion please call the Parish Office 
 
Registration – We are glad you are here and want you to feel like a full member of the parish.  
Registering as a parishioner helps us to know who you are and to stay in touch.  Registration is 
required for sponsor forms. 
 
Sponsor Certificates – This is a form required to be a Godparent or Sponsor for Confirmation.  
To receive a form, the following is required: -Be a registered, active (attends Mass) member 
of the parish (for at least 6 months); be at least 16 years of age; must have completed the 
Sacraments of Baptism, Eucharist and Confirmation; If married, have a valid marriage within 
the Church.
