Some thoughts from Fr. Mike...

Dear Friends,

Today we celebrate the great solemnity of Saints Peter and Paul—two pillars of the Church,
two very different men united in their love for Christ and their mission to spread the Gospel.
Though their personalities and paths were different, together they laid the foundation for the
Church we live in today.

Peter was a fisherman—impulsive, passionate, often the first to speak and the first to stumble.
Yet Jesus chose him. “You are Peter, and upon this rock | will build my Church.” Despite Peter’s
denial of Jesus, he became the rock because of his repentance, humility, and unwavering love.
God doesn’t look for perfection — God looks for faith, even when it falters.

Paul, on the other hand, began as a persecutor of Christians. But on the road to Damascus,
everything changed. He met Christ in a blinding light and spent the rest of his life proclaiming the
very Gospel he once tried to destroy. Paul teaches us that no past is too dark, no life too far
gone, for God’s grace to transform.

In the second reading, Paul, nearing the end of his life, says with peace and confidence: “I
have fought the good fight, | have finished the race, | have kept the faith.” And Peter, in the first
reading, is miraculously freed from prison, showing us that even when all seems lost, God is in
control.

What binds Peter and Paul together is not simply their importance to Church history, but their
total surrender to Christ. Their lives remind us that the Church is not built on perfect people, but
on those who are willing to be transformed by love, strengthened by grace, and sent on mission.

As we honor them today, we are invited to ask ourselves:

Am | willing to let Christ work through my weaknesses like Peter?
Am | open to radical conversion and total mission like Paul?
Can | say, like them, “To live is Christ, and to die is gain”?

May their courage inspire us, their faith sustain us, and their prayers accompany us as we

walk our own journey of discipleship.
