Some thoughts from Fr. Mike...

Dear Friends,

In today’s Gospel, Jesus is approached by someone who wants Him to settle a financial dispute:
“Teacher, tell my brother to share the inheritance with me.” But Jesus does not reply in the fashion that
the individual was expecting. The person who came to Jesus wanted a legal judgment. Jesus decided that it
was much more important to offer a spiritual judgment instead. Jesus warned the individual, “Take care
to guard against all greed, for though one may be rich, one's life does not consist of possessions.”

Then Jesus told a parable to all who were present. He told them the story of a rich man whose land
produced a bountiful harvest. The man decided to tear down his barns and build larger ones to store all his
grain and goods. He says to himself, “Now as for you, you have so many good things stored up for many
years, rest, eat, drink, be merry!” But God called him a fool. That very night, his life would be demanded
of him. And all that he stored up—whose will it be?

This parable is not a condemnation of wealth itself but of misplaced trust. The rich man is not criticized
for being successful, but for being self-centered, short-sighted, and spiritually poor. He plans for
everything—except eternity.

This Gospel invites us to ask: What are we building our lives around? What kind of “barns” are we
filling? Is our security rooted in God or in what we possess? But let us realize that what Jesus said does
not apply only to material possessions. There is also the risk of believing that we have stored up enough
knowledge that we no longer need God. We can believe so deeply in personal convictions, that we no
longer are open to hearing God, especially if it contradicts what we are holding on to. It is easy to believe
that our inner barns are filled with everything thing we need and that the teachings of God are irrelevant.

Jesus ended with a stark lesson: “Thus it will be for the one who stores up treasure for himself but is not
rich in what matters to God.” Being “rich in what matters to God” means investing in love, mercy,
generosity, and faith. These are the things that we can never possess enough of. It means remembering
that everything we have is a gift, and the only wealth we take with us is what we have given away. The
whole lesson is about misplaced trust.

So today, let us reflect not on how much we have, but on how we use it. May we live not as fools, but
as faithful stewards of God's gifts—rich in grace, not just in goods.
