Some thoughts from Fr. Mike… 
 

 
Dear Friends,  

 

     In today’s Gospel, Jesus is asked a question: “Lord, will only a few be saved?”   Perhaps the 
questioner desired some hard statistics from Jesus to set his mind at ease.  It may have been 
much more satisfying to the one who asked to hear Jesus respond with a percentage – 15% or 
40% or 60%.  Instead of giving a number, Jesus shifts the focus to what is really essential for a 
person to be saved.  Jesus shifted the whole thing back to the heart of the listener.  He says, 
“Strive to enter through the narrow gate.” 
     This is an important lesson for us. Salvation is not about statistics or comparing ourselves to 
others—it is about our own response to God’s invitation.  Salvation is always about how we open 
our hearts to hear and respond to God.  The “narrow gate” reminds us that following Jesus is not 
always easy.  It requires humility, sacrifice, repentance, and love.  It is not enough to simply know 
about Jesus or to say that we were close to Him in some way.  Jesus warns, “I do not know 
where you come from,” to those who were near Him in life but did not truly open their hearts to 
Jesus or make a genuine attempt to live the message that Jesus proclaimed.   
     The narrow gate, then, is a call to authentic discipleship.  It is not about outward appearances 
or empty words.  It is not about good intentions with no effort to put Jesus’ words into practice.  It 
is about the kind of discipleship where a person is willing to live out their faith daily—through 
mercy, forgiveness, prayer, and acts of love.   
     And yet, Jesus also offers us great hope: “People will come from the east and the west, from 
the north and the south, and will recline at table in the kingdom of God.”  With these words, Jesus 
says that God’s mercy is wide, and God’s invitation is for all.  But entry into the feast is not 
automatic, it requires that we walk faithfully with Christ, choosing the way of the cross, the way of 
love, the way of the narrow gate. 
     How many will be saved?   The answer does not really matter.  What matters is whether we 
have settled for a shallow faith or have strived to live the faith we profess.   
     Let us ask the Lord for the grace not to settle for a faith that resides only on the surface of our 
being but to have a have that has penetrated our hearts and caused us to live the Gospel 
message with courage and perseverance, so that when the gate opens, He may say to us, 
“Come, share in my Father’s joy.”

To receive a form, the following is required: -Be a registered, active (attends Mass) member 
of the parish (for at least 6 months); be at least 16 years of age; must have completed the 
Sacraments of Baptism, Eucharist and Confirmation; If married, have a valid marriage within 
the Church.
