Some thoughts from Fr. Mike...

Dear Friends,

Today’s Gospel takes us right to the heart of our Christian faith. Jesus, speaking with Nicodemus
under cover of night, reveals God’s deepest secret — His burning love for the world. Jesus begins by
recalling a moment from Israel’s history. In the desert, when the people were dying from snake bites, God
instructed Moses to make a bronze serpent and lift it on a pole. Whoever looked at it was healed. That
story was not just an ancient event; it was a foreshadowing. Jesus says, “So must the Son of Man be lifted
up, so that everyone who believes in Him may have eternal life.” Then comes perhaps the most famous
verse in all of Scripture: “For God so loved the world that He gave His only Son, so that everyone who
believes in Him might not perish but might have eternal life.” Notice it doesn’t say God loved only the
righteous or the holy. It says God loved “the world” — the whole world, including its brokenness, its
sinfulness, its messiness. This is our God. God does not wait for us to climb up to Him; He comes down to
us. God does not stand apart in judgment; God enters into our human condition. God does not simply tell
us to be better; God gave us His Son to save us.

The Cross is where this love becomes visible. For the world, the Cross looked like defeat —
humiliation, failure, shame. But for God, it is victory. On the Cross, Jesus takes on our sin and turns it into
an avenue of grace. It’s as though our poison was poured into Him so His healing could be poured into us.
This is why the Church places the Cross at the center of our worship. At every Mass, we proclaim the
mystery of faith: Christ has died, Christ is risen, Christ will come again. We are not only remembering
what Jesus did, we are being drawn into that saving act here and now.

Imagine a firefighter running into a burning building to save a child. The child may not understand the
risk, but the parent watching knows this is love in action. God’s love is infinitely greater. He doesn’t just
send help from afar; He comes Himself, in the flesh, to rescue us from sin and death. And here is the
difference between human rescue and divine rescue: once we are saved from a fire, we still grow old and
die. But when we are saved by Christ, we are saved for eternity. Eternal life begins now — in the grace,
peace, and freedom we experience in Christ — and continues forever in heaven.

So how do we live in response to this great love?

Trust in God’s Love Personally - Faith is not only believing in doctrines but trusting that God loves me.
Sometimes we believe God loves people in general but struggle to believe He loves us individually.
Today’s Gospel calls us to accept that personal love — with our sins, our wounds, our stories.

Lift Our Gaze to Christ Crucified - In the desert, the Israelites had to look up to the bronze serpent to be
healed. We, too, must look up to Jesus. This means turning our eyes toward Him in prayer, especially
when we are discouraged or ashamed. Healing comes not from staring at our wounds but from fixing our
gaze on the One who heals.

Become Messengers of God’s Love - If we have truly experienced God’s mercy, we can’t keep it to
ourselves. We must extend forgiveness, compassion, and hope to those around us. Every small act of
kindness becomes a way of saying, “God so loved the world.”

Sponsors must obtain Sponsor forms from their home parish — Sponsors must be active
practicing Catholics. The Sacrament of Baptism is not celebrated during the Season of Lent.

Marriage — Diocesan policy requires that arrangements for Marriage be made one (1) year in
advance of the wedding. Refer any questions to the Pastor.

Sick Calls — Please contact the Parish Office when someone is seriously ill requiring a visit by
a Priest. If someone is unable to attend Mass on a regular basis and would like to receive
Communion please call the Parish Office

Registration — We are glad you are here and want you to feel like a full member of the parish.

Registration is
required for sponsor forms.

Sponsor Certificates — This is a form required to be a Godparent or Sponsor for Confirmation.
To receive a form, the following is required: -Be a registered, active (attends Mass) member
of the parish (for at least 6 months); be at least 16 years of age; must have completed the
Sacraments of Baptism, Eucharist and Confirmation; If married, have a valid marriage within
the Church.
