Gospel Reflection by Bishop Robert Barron

One of the most dysfunctional ways we form
community is through the scapegoating
mechanism. We find someone or some group to
blame, and in the very act of accusing and
ostracizing, we enjoy a kind of togetherness, a
fellow-feeling

The scribes and Pharisees bring a woman to Jests,
caught in the act of adultery. As they accuse her of
this crime, a crowd begins to form, eager to see
what Jestis would do. Instead of joining the
scapegoating frenzy, Jests quietly bends down and
writes on the ground. Rising, he says, “Let the one
among you who is without sin cast the first stone”. One
by one, the furious accusers fall away, the mob
evanescing like a summer cloud.

Jestis wants to build up a new community called
the Church or the Kingdom of God. In order to do
this, he has to challenge the sinful ways that we
organize ourselves. The family of God is grounded,
not in scapegoating and accusation, but rather in
compassion and forgiveness.

Los escribas y fariseos llevar a una mujer a Jesus,
sorprendido en el acto de adulterio. A medida
que la acusan de este delito, una multitud se
empieza a formar, con ganas de ver lo que haria
Jests. En lugar de unirse al frenesi de chivo
expiatorio, Jests se inclina hacia abajo en silencio
y escribe en el suelo. Levantandose, se dice:
"Aquel de ustedes que esté libre de pecado que
tire la primera piedra". Uno por uno, los
acusadores furiosos se apartan, la turba evanesce
como una nube de verano.

Jestis quiere construir una nueva comunidad
llamada la Iglesia, o el reino de Dios. Con el fin
de hacer esto, tiene que desafiar a los malos
caminos que organizamos nosotros mismos. La
familia de Dios esta conectada a tierra, no en un
chivo expiatorio y la acusacién, sino mas bien en
la compasioén y el perdoén.
