November Elections 
A Catholic cannot vote for a candidate who favors a 
policy promoting an intrinsically evil act, such as 
abortion, euthanasia, assisted suicide, deliberately 
subjecting workers or the poor to subhuman living 
conditions, redefining marriage in ways that violate 
its essential meaning, or racist behavior, if the voter’s 
intent is to support that position. In such cases, a 
Catholic would be guilty of formal cooperation in 
grave evil (Faithful Citizenship 34) 
“When all candidates hold a position in favor of an 
intrinsic evil, the conscientious voter faces a 
dilemma. The voter may decide to take the 
extraordinary step of not voting for any candidate or 
after careful consideration, may decide to vote for the 
candidate deemed less likely to advance such a 
morally flawed position and more likely to pursue 
other authentic human goods.” (Faithful Citizenship

SUNDAY REFLECTION: “Faith in Action” 

There is a slight but real shift in scriptural focus for 
the last few weeks of the liturgical year. For many 
weeks we have been hearing what it means to be a 
faithful disciple. Now we will focus on the reward 
that awaits those who persevere on the long 
journey of faith. This Sunday we hear that 
impartial justice will be done in the courts of our 
eternal judge. First, Sirach teaches us that the “God 
of justice . . . hears the cry of the oppressed” and 
“the one who serves God willingly” (Sirach 35:12, 
13, 16). Then we hear Paul echo what the psalmist 
proclaims, “When the just cry out, the Lord hears 
them . . . and those who are crushed in spirit he 
saves” (Psalm 34:18, 19). Finally, the parable of the 
Pharisee and the tax collector who went to the 
temple to pray affirms that God will exalt all who 
cry out for mercy © Copyright, J. S. Paluch Co.

REFLEXION DOMINICAL: “La Fe en Acción” 

Hay un ligero pero muy real cambio en el 
enfoque bíblico en las cuatro últimas semanas del 
año litúrgico.

Las Apariencias Engañan 

En la historia tan familiar de hoy sobre 
el fariseo y el publicano, se encuentran 
los dos rezando en el templo cerca uno 
del otro. El fariseo le da gracias a Dios 
por ser mejor que los demás, incluso 
mejor que el hombre que tiene cerca. 
Los publicanos o cobradores de 
impuestos eran despreciados por 
hacerse cómplices en los cobros de 
impuestos para el imperio romano y 
porque normalmente sacaban algo 
adicional para ellos mismos. El fariseo 
se siente con derecho a poner al 
publicano en la lista de todos los 
pecadores. Pero las apariencias 
engañan y no revelan lo que está en el 
corazón. En este relato de Jesús el 
publicano n se compara con otras 
personas. Consciente solo de sus 
pecados y fracasos, permanece en 
silencio y cabizbajo para suplicar la 
misericordia de Dios. ¿Cuán a menudo 
nos comparamos con otras personas? 
No en la oración, pero probablemente 
durante una conversación ordinaria o 
en nuestro interior. Al encontrarnos 
entre otras personas es natural 
preguntarnos ¿Cual es mi lugar aquí?; 
pero hacernos esa pregunta en términos 
de superioridad o inferioridad no es lo 
que desea Jesús y por tanto no debe ser 
esa nuestra actitud.         

Beneath the Surface 
“Jesus addressed this parable to those who 
were convinced of their own righteousness 
and despised everyone else,” says Luke’s 
Gospel today (Luke 18:9), and what follows 
is the familiar story of the Pharisee and the 
tax collector, prayer near each other in the 
temple. The Pharisee apparently follows all 
the religious rules, including fasting and 
tithing, but his heart is not in the right place. 
He not only thanks God for making him 
better than other people, but he lists those he 
feels are his inferiors, including the man 
standing nearby. The Pharisee apparently 
feels entitled to lump the tax collector 
together with a list of evildoers. But outward 
appearances can be tricky, for they do not 
reveal what is in the heart. The tax collector 
makes no statement of self-justification and 
no comparisons between himself and other 
people. Instead, with an awareness of his 
own sins and failures, he simple bows his 
head and begs for God’s mercy. Not in 
prayer, but in ordinary conversation and in 
silent thought, how often do we compare 
ourselves to other people? If we always 
claim superiority over others on the one 
extreme, or always claim that we are 
worthless in the other, we are totally 
distorting the truth. It is a natural thing to 
say, “Where do I fit in?” when interacting 
with other people, but to frame it in terms of 
superiority or inferiority is not Jesus’ way, 
nor should it be ours.
