THE SACRED HEART OF JESUS

In the year 2000, Carlos Santana and Mana won an
award on the “Latino Emmys” for their song Corazon
Espinado (“thorn-pierced heart”), about a man who
laments the pain a woman has caused him. He cannot
forget her although she has left him with a heart pierced
with thorns. This song always reminds me of the Sacred
Heart of Jesus: a heart pierced by a crown of thorns and
inflamed with love for his bride, the Church, that is to
say, for us (2 Corinthians 11:12; Revelation 21:2;
Ephesians 5:25).

The devotion to the Sacred Heart comes from a French
nun, Saint Margaret Mary Alacoque, to whom Jesus
showed his heart in June 1675. He told her that his heart
burned with love for human beings but Christians only
offended him with insults, ingratitude, and indifference.
Thus, the Sacred Heart of Jesus is shown with a flame of
fire and surrounded by a crown of thorns.

How many times have we, as the Church or as
individuals, pierced the heart of the Lord, our Spouse?
Even so, the image of the heart of Jesus, pierced with
thorns and aflame with love for us, continues to sing and
call to us to be completely his. If we return to him, Jesus
promises twelve blessings of peace, consolation, fervor,
and other graces.

The promises are generally for the good of our families,
the conversion of sinners, and an increase in the faith.
All of these promises focus on the infinite love of Jesus,
who has our names engraved on his heart because of the
love he has for us. Christ manifests himself as a Spouse
who desires the best for his bride, the Church. He
commits himself to her and seeks to inflame her with
love.

REFLECTING ON GOD’S WORD

Robert Fulghum tells the story of a troubled
man who paid a visit to his rabbi. He had
experienced a great deal of failure in his life
and didn’t feel that he had what it takes to
accomplish his dreams. After listening to the
man’s tale of woe, the rabbi instructed him to
seek out page thirty of the New York Times
Almanac. That would be of help.

Following that instruction, he found that the
almanac entry was a list of the top hitters in the
annals of baseball, with Ty Cobb leading the
pack with a .376 batting average. Puzzled as to
how that applied to his problem, he returned to
the rabbi for an explanation.

The rabbi explained that that page of Hall of
Fame hitters represented people who in essence
failed about seven out of every ten times at bat.

So if he thought his track record of failure was
a problem, he needed to think again. The many
failures put him in league with some of the
greatest hitters baseball had ever known.
