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A man named John was sent by God

St. John the Baptist is one of the central figures
in salvation history. He leapt in his mother's
womb at the Visitation and he baptized Jesus
in the Jordan where he both heard the voice of
the Father and witnessed the presence of the
Holy Spirit descending in the form of a dove.

So, it might seem strange to hear this passage
in today's Gospel, "When John the Baptist
heard in prison of the works of the Christ, he
sent his disciples to Jesus with this
question, 'Are you the one who is to come or
should we look for another?"

Did John suddenly doubt Jesus? Of course not.

It was his disciples who needed to be
convinced. John didn't want disciples - he
wanted them to follow Christ. The great St.
Jerome explained it this way, "When John was
about to be killed by Herod, he sent his
disciples to Christ, intending that when they
met Him, the disciples would observe his
appearance and powers and believe in Him."
This is exactly what St. John the Evangelist
writes in His Gospel, "A man named John was
sent by God. He came for testimony, to testify
to the light, so that all might believe through
him."

San Juan Bautista es una de las figuras
centrales de la historia de la salvacién. Salté en
el vientre de su madre en la Visitacion, y
bautiz6 a Jests en el Jordan, donde escuché la
voz del Padre y fue testigo de la presencia del
Espiritu Santo que descendia en forma de
paloma. Asi que puede parecer extrafio
escuchar este pasaje en el Evangelio de hoy:
"Cuando Juan el Bautista oy6 en la carcel las
obras de Cristo, envié a sus discipulos a Jests
con esta pregunta:';Eres ta el que ha de venir,
o debemos buscar a otro?" ;Juan de repente
dudo de Jesas? Por supuesto que no. Eran sus
discipulos los que necesitaban ser convencidos.
Juan no queria discipulos, queria que siguieran
a Cristo. El gran San Jerénimo lo explic6 de
esta manera: "Cuando Juan estaba a punto de
ser asesinado por Herodes, envié a sus
discipulos a Cristo, con la intencién de que
cuando lo encontraran, los discipulos
observarian su apariencia y poderes y creerian
en El". Esto es precisamente lo que escribe el
evangelista san Juan en su Evangelio: "Un
hombre llamado Juan fue enviado por Dios.

REFLEXIONANDO SOBRE LA PALABRA DE DIOS
- La palabra entre nosotros-Adviento-2022

¢ Eres tii el que ha de venir? (Mateo 11:3)

(Alguna vez tienes dudas? Todo el mundo lo hace,
incluso Juan el Bautista. Herodes habia arrojado a Juan
a la carcel y mantuvo sobre él la amenaza de ejecucion.
Sentado en esa celda, John comenzé a preguntarse si
habia trabajado para nada. Asi que envi6 a sus
discipulos a hacerle una pregunta a Jests: “;Eres tu el
que ha de venir, o debemos buscar a otro?” (Mateo
11:3).

(Por qué John harfa una pregunta tan directa?
Probablemente porque el ministerio de Jestis no
encajaba con la idea de Juan de cémo deberia ser el
reino de Dios. A diferencia de Juan, Jestis no era un
predicador de fuego y azufre. Parecia mds preocupado
por curar a los enfermos que por derrocar a Herodes.
Tampoco era popular entre muchos lideres judios.
Entonces comenzaron a surgir dudas acerca de Jests.

En lugar de reprender a los discipulos de Juan, Jests
describié su ministerio: los enfermos son sanados, los
muertos resucitan y los pobres escuchan la buena
nueva (Mateo 11:5). Los discipulos de Juan habrian
reconocido estos como signos del Mesias anunciado
por Isaias (35:6).

Jestis no se dej6 intimidar por las dudas de Juan. Todo
lo contrario, elogié a Juan como el mas grande de todos
los “nacidos de mujer” (Mateo 11:11). Jests conocia a
Juan; lo amaba y comprendia la prueba que estaba
pasando. Sabiendo por lo que John estaba pasando, lo
traté con compasién. Y él hara lo mismo por ti.

Puede que tengas dudas. Llévalos a Jesus. Pidele que te
ayude a recordar su obra en tu vida: cuando
experimentaste su perdén, conociste su amor o sentiste
su presencia. Deja que te asegure que te conoce y te
ama. Que fortalezca su fe. Como proclama Isaias en
otra profecfa: “La cafia cascada no quebrara, ni apagara
la mecha que humea” (Isafas 42:3). Con su amor, Jests
puede hacer que tus dudas descansen y avivar tu fe
ardiente hasta convertirla en un fuego abrasador.

Reflecting on God’s Word
The World among Us -Advent -2022
Are you the one who is to come? (Matthew 11:3)

Do you ever have doubts? Everyone does, even John
the Baptist. Herod had thrown John into prison and
kept the threat of execution hanging over him. Sitting
in that cell, John began to wonder if he had labored for
nothing. So, he sent his disciples to ask Jesus a
question: “Are you the one who is to come, or should
we look for another?” (Matthew 11:3).

Why would John ask such a pointed question?
Probably because Jesus” ministry didn’t fit John's idea
of what God’s kingdom should look like. Unlike John,
Jesus wasn’t a fire-and-brimstone preacher. He
seemed more concerned with healing sick people than
with overthrowing Herod. He wasn’t popular with
many Jewish leaders either. So, doubts about Jesus
began to creep in. Rather than rebuking John's
disciples, Jesus described his ministry: the sick are
healed, the dead are raised, and the poor hear the
good news (Matthew 11:5). John's disciples would
have recognized these as signs of the Messiah foretold
by Isaiah (35:6). Jesus wasn't put off by John's doubts.
Quite the opposite, he praised John as the greatest of
all those “born of women” (Matthew 11:11). Jesus
knew John; he loved him and understood the trial he
was enduring. Knowing what John was going
through, he treated him with compassion. And he will
do the same for you.

You may have doubts. Bring them to Jesus. Ask him to
help you recall his work in your life: when you
experienced his forgiveness, knew his love, or felt his
presence. Let him reassure you that he knows you and
loves you. Let him strengthen your faith. As Isaiah
proclaims in another prophecy, “A bruised reed he

will not break, and a dimly burning wick he will not
quench” (Isaiah 42:3). With his love, Jesus can set your
doubts to rest and fan your smoldering faith into a
blazing fire.
