Stewardship Begins with Gratitude
“He saw and believed.” - John 20:8

On the first day of the week, Mary of Magdala comes
to the tomb early in the morning, while it is still dark,
and finds the stone removed. She runs to Simon Peter
and the other disciple, and together they run to the
tomb. They see the burial cloths left behind, the head
covering rolled up separately - signs that something
extraordinary has happened. The Gospel tells us: “He
saw and believed.” Yet even then, they did not fully
understand.

Easter begins in this moment - in the darkness, in the
searching, in the running toward something not yet ful-
ly understood. It begins with an encounter that gradual-
ly opens the heart to belief.

Throughout our Lenten journey, we reflected on grati-
tude - recognizing that everything we have comes first
from God. Easter reveals the fullness of that truth. In
Christ, God does not give partially or conditionally. He
gives completely. Through His suffering, death, and
Resurrection, He gives everything.

This gift is not only something we celebrate - it is
something we are invited to respond to. When we truly
encounter the risen Lord, our hearts are changed. Grati-
tude moves from something we feel to something we
live.

Like the disciples, we are invited to run toward Christ,
to see more clearly, and to grow in belief. The Resur-
rection calls us to respond in how we live each day - in
the way we give our time, share our gifts, and love
those around us. Our lives become an offering back to
the One who has given us everything.

As we begin this Easter season, we are invited to re-
flect on a simple but powerful question:

He gave everything. How will you respond?
