It is a process designed for 
adults who have never been baptized or who have been 
baptized in other Christian faiths who are seeking full 
communion with the Catholic Church. 
 
 
The process includes four periods, three major rites: 

1. Pre-Catechumenate (Inquiry Process) 
2. Catechumenate 
3. Full Initiation  
4. Mystagogy (Action) 

 
Other rituals also mark a person’s journey toward faith 
and full initiation into the Catholic Church.
