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Dear Parishioners, 

I thought it might be helpful to have a 
series on Jubilees. I hope that you 
find these helpful.  

The Jubilee Logo 

The logo shows four stylized figures, 
representing all of humanity, coming 
from the four corners of the earth. They embrace each 
other to indicate the solidarity and fraternity which 
should unite all peoples. The figure at the front is holding 
onto the cross. It is not only the sign of the faith which 
this lead figure embraces, but also of hope, which can 
never be abandoned, because we are always in need of 
hope, especially in our moments of greatest need. There 
are the rough waves under the figures, symbolizing the 
fact that life’s pilgrimage does not always go smoothly in 
calm waters. Often the circumstances of daily life and 
events in the wider world require a greater call to hope. 
That’s why we should pay special attention to the lower 
part of the cross which has been elongated and turned 
into the shape of an anchor which is let down into the 
waves. The anchor is well known as a symbol of hope. In 
maritime jargon the ‘anchor of hope’ refers to the 
reserve anchor used by vessels involved in emergency 
maneuvers to stabilize the ship during storms. It is worth 
noting that the image illustrates the pilgrim’s journey not 
as an individual undertaking, but rather as something 
communal, marked by an increasing dynamism leading 
one ever closer to the cross. The cross in the logo is by 
no means static, but it is also dynamic. It bends down 
towards humanity, not leaving human beings alone, but 
stretching out to them to offer the certainty of its 
presence and the security of hope. At the bottom of the 
logo is the motto of the 2025 Jubilee 
Year: Peregrinantes in Spem  (Pilgrims in hope), 
represented in green letters.

El logotipo del Jubileo 

El logotipo muestra cuatro figuras 
estilizadas, que representan a toda la 

humanidad, procedentes de los cuatro puntos 
cardinales. Se abrazan para indicar la solidaridad y la 
fraternidad que deben unir a todos los pueblos. La figura 
de delante se aferra a la cruz. No es sólo el signo de la fe 
que abraza esta figura principal, sino también de la 
esperanza, que nunca puede abandonarse, porque 
siempre necesitamos esperanza, especialmente en 
nuestros momentos de mayor necesidad. Las olas 
embravecidas bajo las figuras simbolizan el hecho de 
que la peregrinación de la vida no siempre transcurre en 
aguas tranquilas. A menudo, las circunstancias de la 
vida cotidiana y los acontecimientos del mundo 
requieren una mayor llamada a la esperanza. Por eso 
debemos prestar especial atención a la parte inferior de 
la cruz, alargada y convertida en un ancla que se hunde 
en las olas. El ancla es bien conocida como símbolo de 
esperanza. En la jerga marítima, el "ancla de la 
esperanza" se refiere al ancla de reserva utilizada por los 
buques que realizan maniobras de emergencia para 
estabilizar el barco durante las tormentas. Cabe señalar 
que la imagen ilustra el viaje del peregrino no como una 
empresa individual, sino más bien como algo 
comunitario, marcado por un dinamismo creciente que 
le lleva cada vez más cerca de la cruz. La cruz del 
logotipo no es estática, sino dinámica. Se inclina hacia la 
humanidad, no la deja sola, sino que se extiende hacia 
ella para ofrecerle la certeza de su presencia y la 
seguridad de la esperanza. En la parte inferior del 
logotipo figura el lema del Año Jubilar 
2025: Peregrinantes in Spem  (Peregrinos en la 
esperanza), representado en letras verdes.
