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PASTOR’S COLUMN Columna del Pastor

Dear Parishioners and Friends of Ascension,

What a truly joyful and grace-filled celebration we shared on Ascension Thursday, May 29th, as we marked the 130th Anniversary
of Ascension Parish! We were deeply honored to welcome Cardinal Timothy Dolan as our special guest for this momentous
occasion.

Cardinal Dolan presided at a beautiful and spirit-filled Bilingual Mass, joining our diverse community in prayer and thanksgiving.
With his characteristic warmth and enthusiasm, the Cardinal praised Ascension’s vibrant liturgical life and offered heartfelt
recognition of our parish’s enduring commitment to service—especially to the most vulnerable among us. His gracious words and
generous congratulations were deeply moving and affirming for all who were present. Our choir, under the direction of Preston
Smith, beautifully enhanced the liturgy.
