PASTOR’S COLUMN Columna del Pastor

Dear Parishioners and Friends of Ascension,

Although we are officially back in Ordinary Time, this weekend the Church celebrates the Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity.
On most feast days, we recall events from the life of Christ, the life of Mary, or we celebrate the lives of the saints. This feast,
however, is quite different. We celebrate and reflect not on an event or a person, but on a mystery—the mystery of the Trinity.
What we celebrate in the mystery of the Trinity is a community of three persons, each of the persons is distinct, one from the
other, yet identical in essence -- the three are so intimately bound together in love, the three literally become one, without losing
their identity. Every mystery that is revealed in Sacred Scripture is revealed for a reason. This feast is meant to continue teaching
us about relationships — living as members of communities. None of us are created to live as islands.

This Thursday, June 19, our nation observes Juneteenth, a day that commemorates the end of slavery in the United States. On that
date in 1865—more than two years after President Lincoln issued the Emancipation Proclamation—Union troops arrived in
Galveston, Texas, to enforce the long-delayed order of freedom. More than 250,000 men, women, and children still held in bondage
were finally told they were free. For generations, African American communities have marked this day as one of remembrance,
resilience, and rejoicing.

In 2021, Juneteenth was established as a federal holiday, but it has long held deep spiritual meaning. For Christians, the themes of
liberation, justice, and human dignity are not political talking points—they are biblical imperatives. The God who led the Israelites
out of Egypt, who sent prophets to speak against oppression, who in Christ proclaimed liberty to captives, still calls us into the
hard and holy work of reconciliation.

Juneteenth invites us to remember a painful chapter of American history—not to reopen old wounds, but to let memory serve as a
teacher. In doing so, we honor the suffering of countless lives and recommit ourselves to the truth that all people are made in the
image and likeness of God. We also acknowledge that the journey toward full equality and healing is ongoing.

For us as Catholics, this day is not only about looking back. It is about discerning how we are called to act now. Are we attentive
to the wounds that still linger in our communities? Do we listen to voices that have too often gone unheard? Are we willing to be
instruments of peace and justice—not only in our prayers, but in our choices and relationships?

As we prepare to celebrate Juneteenth, I hope we can see ourselves as being a people who remember rightly, repent sincerely, and
walk humbly with our God. The Spirit continually calls the Church to be a sign of unity and hope in a fractured world.

Next weekend, for those who may be interested, there will be an Inter-Parish Corpus Christi Procession. It will begin at Notre
Dame at 11:30 AM (right after the 10:30 French Mass). From there, the procession will make its way to Corpus Christi. After the
12:00 Noon Mass at Corpus Christi, the procession will continue down Broadway to Ascension. Following Benediction here at
Ascension, the procession will proceed south to Holy Name, and finish at Blessed Sacrament on 71st Street.

Finally, on behalf of Deacon Nelson, Deacon Daniel, Father LeBlanc, Father Florio, and Father Hotop, I wish all of our fathers a
very blessed and happy Father’s Day. Thank you for all that you do for us, and for all that you are.

Let us continue to pray fervently for an end to all violence and war.

Queridos amigos y feligreses de la Ascension,

Aunque oficialmente regresamos al Tiempo Ordinario, este fin de semana la Iglesia celebra la Solemnidad de la Santisima
Trinidad. En la mayoria de los dias festivos, recordamos acontecimientos de la vida de Cristo, la vida de Maria o celebramos la
vida de los santos. Esta fiesta, sin embargo, es muy diferente. Celebramos y reflexionamos no sobre un acontecimiento o una
persona, sino sobre un misterio: el misterio de la Trinidad.

Lo que celebramos en el misterio de la Trinidad es una comunidad de tres personas, cada una distinta, una de la otra, pero idéntica
en esencia; las tres estan tan intimamente unidas en amor que literalmente se convierten en una sola, sin perder su identidad. Cada
misterio que se revela en la Sagrada Escritura lo hace por una razén. Esta fiesta tiene como objetivo seguir enseiiandonos sobre
las relaciones: vivir como miembros de comunidades. Ninguno de nosotros fue creado para vivir aislado.

Este jueves 19 de junio, nuestra nacion celebra el Juneteenth, un dia que conmemora el fin de la esclavitud en Estados Unidos. En
esa fecha de 1865, mas de dos afos después de que el presidente Lincoln emitiera la Proclamaciéon de Emancipacion, las tropas de
la Union llegaron a Galveston, Texas, para imponer la tan postergada orden de libertad. Mas de 250,000 hombres, mujeres y nifios
que aun se encontraban en cautiverio finalmente recibieron la libertad. Durante generaciones, las comunidades afroamericanas han
conmemorado este dia como un dia de recuerdo, resiliencia y regocijo.

En 2021, el Juneteenth se establecid como feriado federal, pero desde hace mucho tiempo ha tenido un profundo significado
espiritual. Para los cristianos, los temas de liberacion, justicia y dignidad humana no son temas de conversacion politica, sino
imperativos biblicos. El Dios que gui6 a los israelitas fuera de Egipto, que envioé profetas para hablar contra la opresion, que en
Cristo proclam¢ la libertad a los cautivos, todavia nos llama a la ardua y santa labor de la reconciliacion.

El Juneteenth nos invita a recordar un capitulo doloroso de la historia estadounidense, no a reabrir viejas heridas, sino a dejar que
la memoria nos sirva de enseflanza. Al hacerlo, honramos el sufrimiento de innumerables vidas y renovamos nuestro compromiso
con la verdad de que todas las personas estdn hechas a imagen y semejanza de Dios. Reconocemos también que el camino hacia
la plena igualdad y la sanacion continua.



Para nosotros, como catolicos, este dia no se trata solo de mirar atras. Se trata de discernir como estamos llamados a actuar ahora.
(Estamos atentos a las heridas que atin persisten en nuestras comunidades? ;Escuchamos las voces que con demasiada frecuencia
han pasado desapercibidas? ;Estamos dispuestos a ser instrumentos de paz y justicia, no solo en nuestras oraciones, sino también
en nuestras decisiones y relaciones?

Al prepararnos para celebrar el Juneteenth, espero que podamos vernos como un pueblo que recuerda correctamente, se arrepiente
con sinceridad y camina humildemente con nuestro Dios. El Espiritu llama continuamente a la Iglesia a ser un signo de unidad y
esperanza en un mundo fracturado.

El proximo fin de semana, para quienes estén interesados, habra una Procesion Interparroquial del Corpus Christi. Comenzara en
Notre Dame a las 11:30 a. m. (justo después de la misa en francés de las 10:30 a. m.). Desde alli, la procesion se dirigird a Corpus
Christi. Después de la misa del mediodia en Corpus Christi, la procesion continuard por Broadway hasta Ascencion. Tras la
bendicioén en Ascencion, la procesion se dirigird al sur hacia Holy Name y finalizara en Blessed Sacrament en la calle 71.
Finalmente, en nombre del didcono Nelson, el didcono Daniel, el padre LeBlanc, el padre Florio y el padre Hotop, les deseo a
todos nuestros padres un feliz y bendecido Dia del Padre. Gracias por todo lo que hacen por nosotros y por todo lo que son.
