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PASTOR’S COLUMN Columna del Pastor

Dear Parishioners and Friends of Ascension,

Today we celebrate the beautiful Solemnity of Corpus Christi, the Body and Blood of Christ. This feast invites us to reflect on the
mystery of the Eucharist—the true presence of Jesus Christ among us in His Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity. It is a moment to
renew our wonder and gratitude for this gift that nourishes our faith and unites us as the Body of Christ, the Church.

In 1264, Pope Urban IV instituted the Feast of Corpus Christi for the universal Church, inspired by the visions of St. Juliana of
Liége, a Belgian nun who had a deep devotion to the Blessed Sacrament. The pope commissioned St. Thomas Aquinas to compose
hymns and prayers for the liturgy of the day, many of which we still sing, including Pange Lingua and Tantum Ergo.

While the Feast of Corpus Christi dates back to the 13th century, it celebrates something far older: the institution of the Eucharist
at the Last Supper. As Catholics, we reaffirm the fact that Jesus is really and truly present in the Eucharist, unlike other religions
that see communion as merely a “sign.”

While the feast day places its focus and emphasis on the Eucharist, we also need to reaffirm our belief in the Mystical Body of
Christ. The Church is called a body because it is a living entity; it is called the Body of Christ because Christ is its Head and
Founder; it is called the Mystical Body because it is neither a purely physical nor a purely spiritual unity, but a supernatural one.
In our chaotic, busy, and often divided world, the Eucharist reminds us of God’s closeness and His desire to dwell with us. When
we receive Holy Communion, we are not just performing a ritual—we are encountering the living Christ, who strengthens us to
love, forgive, and serve one another. The feast also calls us to bear witness to our faith in the Real Presence, not only inside the
church but in our daily lives.

Today, for those who may be interested, there will be an Inter-Parish Corpus Christi Procession during which the Eucharist will
be carried — parish to parish. It will begin at Notre Dame at 11:30 AM (right after the 10:30 French Mass). From there, the
procession will make its way north to Corpus Christi. After the 12:00 Noon Mass at Corpus Christi, the procession will continue
south on Broadway to Ascension. Following Benediction here at Ascension, the procession will proceed south to Holy Name.
After Benediction at Holy Name, the Eucharistic procession will head east to Central Park, continue south, and finish at Blessed
Sacrament on 71st Street.

All are invited to be part of this Eucharistic procession. If the procession is too long for some, you are welcome to join in at any
point along the route between the five parishes. If you have any questions, you may call the rectory at 212-222-0666.

On Friday of this week, we celebrate the Feast of the Sacred Heart. On this feast, we reflect on one of the most important and
fundamental aspects of Jesus’ life—the way He loved. The Sacred Heart invites us to ask: How did Jesus love? Whom did Jesus
love? The answer to both is abundantly, totally, and completely—and everyone, especially the poor and marginalized. We love
with our human hearts, and we seek to love others with a divine heart.

Finally, today after the procession, we will hold the 50/50 raffle for our annual medical mission to the Dominican Republic. Fifty
percent of the proceeds will go to the winner, and fifty percent will help support our mission. Thanks to the many who have
consistently supported this good work.

We pray in a special way for the many in our country living on the peripheries, whose lives are now marked by fear, terror, and
confusion. They very much need our prayers.

Queridos amigos y feligreses de la Ascension,

Hoy celebramos la hermosa Solemnidad del Corpus Christi, Cuerpo y Sangre de Cristo. Esta fiesta nos invita a reflexionar sobre
el misterio de la Eucaristia: la verdadera presencia de Jesucristo entre nosotros en su Cuerpo, Sangre, Alma y Divinidad. Es un
momento para renovar nuestra admiracion y gratitud por este don que nutre nuestra fe y nos une como Cuerpo de Cristo, la Iglesia.
En 1264, el Papa Urbano 1V instituy6 la Fiesta del Corpus Christi para la Iglesia universal, inspirado por las visiones de Santa
Juliana de Lieja, una monja belga de profunda devocién al Santisimo Sacramento. El Papa encarg6 a Santo Tomas de Aquino la
composicion de himnos y oraciones para la liturgia del dia, muchos de los cuales aun cantamos, como el Pange Lingua y el Tantum
Ergo.

Si bien la Fiesta del Corpus Christi se remonta al siglo XIII, celebra algo mucho mas antiguo: la institucion de la Eucaristia en la
Ultima Cena. Como catdlicos, reafirmamos que Jesus esta real y verdaderamente presente en la Eucaristia, a diferencia de otras
religiones que ven la comunion como un simple "signo".

Si bien la festividad se centra en la Eucaristia, también debemos reafirmar nuestra creencia en el Cuerpo Mistico de Cristo. La
Iglesia se llama cuerpo porque es una entidad viva; se llama Cuerpo de Cristo porque Cristo es su Cabeza y Fundador; se llama
Cuerpo Mistico porque no es una unidad puramente fisica ni puramente espiritual, sino sobrenatural.

En nuestro mundo caético, ajetreado y a menudo dividido, la Eucaristia nos recuerda la cercania de Dios y su deseo de morar con
nosotros. Cuando recibimos la Sagrada Comunioén, no solo realizamos un ritual; nos encontramos con el Cristo vivo, que nos
fortalece para amarnos, perdonarnos y servirnos unos a otros. La festividad también nos llama a dar testimonio de nuestra fe en la
Presencia Real, no solo dentro de la iglesia, sino en nuestra vida diaria.

Hoy, para quienes estén interesados, habré una Procesion Interparroquial de Corpus Christi, durante la cual se llevara la Eucaristia
de parroquia en parroquia. Comenzara en Notre Dame a las 11:30 a. m. (justo después de la misa en francés de las 10:30 p. m.).



Desde alli, la procesion se dirigira hacia el norte hasta Corpus Christi. Después de la misa del mediodia en Corpus Christi, la
procesion continuara hacia el sur por Broadway hasta Ascencion. Tras la bendicién en Ascencidn, la procesion continuara hacia
el sur hasta Holy Name. Después de la bendicion en Holy Name, la procesion eucaristica se dirigird al este hacia Central Park,
continuard hacia el sur y terminara en Blessed Sacrament en la calle 71.

Todos estan invitados a participar en esta procesion eucaristica. Si la procesion les resulta demasiado larga, pueden unirse en
cualquier punto del recorrido entre las cinco parroquias. Si tienen alguna pregunta, pueden llamar a la rectoria al 212-222-0666.
El viernes de esta semana celebramos la Fiesta del Sagrado Corazon. En esta fiesta, reflexionamos sobre uno de los aspectos mas
importantes y fundamentales de la vida de Jesus: su forma de amar. El Sagrado Corazoén nos invita a preguntarnos: {Cémo amd
Jestis? (A quién amo Jesus? La respuesta a ambas preguntas es abundantemente, total y completamente, y a todos, especialmente
a los pobres y marginados. Amamos con nuestro corazéon humano y buscamos amar a los demés con un corazoén divino.
Finalmente, hoy, después de la procesion, realizaremos el sorteo 50/50 para nuestra misiéon médica anual a la Republica
Dominicana. El cincuenta por ciento de las ganancias se destinara al ganador y el otro cincuenta por ciento a apoyar nuestra mision.
Gracias a todos los que han apoyado constantemente esta buena obra.

Oramos de manera especial por las muchas personas de nuestro pais que viven en las periferias, cuyas vidas ahora estdn marcadas
por el miedo, el terror y la confusion.
