PASTOR’S COLUMN Columna del Pastor

Dear Parishioners and Friends of Ascension,

I am happy to announce that we at Ascension Church are in
the process of organizing a pilgrimage to the the Eternal City
of Rome and the hilltop town of Assisi—as part of our
parish’s celebration of the Jubilee Year of Hope.

I had not initially thought to organize a pilgrimage for this
Jubilee Year. But over the past couple of months, some
parishioners began to approach me asking if we might
consider a pilgrimage to Rome during this Jubilee Year. I was
surprised and moved by the interest—and it led me to
seriously consider whether we could, even at this late date,
make such a pilgrimage happen. After consulting with a
trusted Catholic pilgrimage company and discussing options,
I believe it is very possible.

If we can gather enough interested pilgrims in a short time,
we will be offering a 9-day / 7-night pilgrimage to Italy,
scheduled to leave New York on Thursday, November 6th.
The trip would include 5 nights in Rome and 2 nights in
Assisi, two of the most spiritually and historically rich places
in our Catholic tradition.

Our time in Rome will include visits to:

e The Vatican Museums and the Sistine Chapel

e All four major basilicas of Rome (including St.
Peter’s Basilica)

e The ancient Christian Catacombs

e The Colosseum

e The Angelus with Pope Leo XIV in St. Peter’s
Square

These days in Rome will not only be filled with some of the
most well know sites in Rome, but will also offer moments
of deep prayer, daily Mass, and reflection as we walk the
same streets where Saints Peter and Paul once proclaimed the
Gospel.
Following Rome, we will travel to Assisi, the beloved
hometown of St. Francis and St. Clare, where peace seems to
radiate from the very stones of the city. There, we will visit
the Basilica of St. Francis, the Church of St. Clare, and take
time for quiet prayer and rest in one of the most spiritually
powerful places in the world.
The cost of the pilgrimage starts at $3,650 per person, based
on double occupancy. This includes airfare, hotels, most
meals, and all site entry fees. Because of the lateness of
organizing this pilgrimage, we will need to receive serious
interest and commitments—including deposits—within the
next 6 to 8 weeks in order to secure group rates and finalize
arrangements.
I truly believe this Jubilee pilgrimage could be a powerful
opportunity of grace for our parish community—a time to
renew our hope, strengthen our faith, and walk more closely
with Christ. I hope you will prayerfully consider joining us
on this sacred journey.

Queridos amigos y feligreses de la Ascension,

Me complace anunciar que en la Iglesia de la Ascension
estamos organizando una peregrinacion a la Ciudad Eterna
de Roma y Asis, una ciudad en la cima de una colina, como
parte de la celebracion parroquial del Ano Jubilar de la
Esperanza.

Inicialmente, no habia pensado en organizar una
peregrinacion para este Afio Jubilar. Pero en los ultimos
meses, algunos feligreses comenzaron a acercarse a mi para
preguntarme si podriamos considerar una peregrinacion a
Roma durante este Afio Jubilar. Me sorprendié y me
conmovio el interés, lo que me llevd a considerar seriamente
si podriamos, incluso a estas alturas, realizar dicha
peregrinacion. Después de consultar con una organizacion
catolica de peregrinaciones de confianza y analizar las
opciones, creo que es muy posible.

Si logramos reunir suficientes peregrinos interesados en poco
tiempo, ofreceremos una peregrinacion de 9 dias y 7 noches
a Italia, programada para salir de Nueva York el jueves 6 de
noviembre. El viaje incluird 5 noches en Roma y 2 noches en
Asis, dos de los lugares con mayor riqueza espiritual e
histérica de nuestra tradicion catdlica.

Nuestra estancia en Roma incluird visitas a:

e [ .os Museos Vaticanos y la Capilla Sixtina

e Las cuatro basilicas principales de Roma (incluida la
Basilica de San Pedro)

e Las antiguas Catacumbas Cristianas

e El Coliseo

e El Angelus con el Papa Leon XIV en la Plaza de San Pedro

Estos dias en Roma no solo estaran llenos de algunos de los
lugares mas conocidos de Roma, sino que también ofreceran
momentos de profunda oracién, misa diaria y reflexion
mientras caminamos por las mismas calles donde los santos
Pedro y Pablo proclamaron el Evangelio.

Después de Roma, viajaremos a Asis, la querida ciudad natal
de San Francisco y Santa Clara, donde la paz parece irradiar
desde las mismas piedras de la ciudad. Alli, visitaremos la
Basilica de San Francisco y la Iglesia de Santa Clara, y
dedicaremos tiempo a la oracion y al descanso en uno de los
lugares con mayor poder espiritual del mundo.

El costo de la peregrinacion comienza en $3,650 por persona,
en base a habitacion doble. Esto incluye pasajes de avion,
hoteles, la mayoria de las comidas y todas las entradas.
Debido a la demora en la organizacion de esta peregrinacion,
necesitaremos recibir interés y compromisos serios,
incluyendo depositos, dentro de las proximas 6 a 8 semanas
para asegurar las tarifas grupales y finalizar los preparativos.
Creo firmemente que esta peregrinacion del Jubileo podria
ser una poderosa oportunidad de gracia para nuestra
comunidad parroquial: un momento para renovar nuestra
esperanza, fortalecer nuestra fe y caminar més cerca de
Cristo. Espero que consideren con oracidon unirse a nosotros
en este sagrado viaje.
