Dear Parishioners and Friends of Ascension,

“This interplay of hope and patience makes us see clearly that the Christian life is a journey calling
for moments of greater intensity to encourage and sustain hope as the constant companion that guides our
steps towards the goal of our encounter with the Lord Jesus.” (Pope Francis, Spes non confundit, 5)

This year, the universal Church has been celebrating a Jubilee Year of Hope announced by Pope Francis in
May 2024. The quote above comes from his announcement about the Jubilee Year. Ordinary jubilee years
occur every 25 years in the Church and have a special theme. Generally, they are a period when the faithful
are invited to spiritual renewal, pilgrimage, and reconciliation. Here at Ascension, we have also been
celebrating the parish’s 130" anniversary this year.

We are all on a journey with the goal, ultimately, of an encounter with Jesus Christ. One of the most important
ways that we encounter Christ today is through the sacraments. Through the sacraments, God fills us with
divine grace, and prepares us for eternal life with Him. We read in the Catechism, “The faithful are born anew
by Baptism, strengthened by the sacrament of Confirmation, and receive in the Eucharist the food of eternal
life.” Through the sacraments, our faith is renewed, strengthened, deepened and nourished, as Christ Himself
continues His Presence with us.

If you're a baptized Catholic adult but never did your First Communion or Confirmation; if you're Christian
from another denomination considering becoming Catholic; if you're from another faith or searching for faith,
please consider joining OCIA at Ascension.

OCIA stands for the Order of Christian Initiation for Adults. It is a faith sharing journey for adults who are
considering becoming Catholic or who would like to receive the sacraments of initiation - Baptism, Eucharist
and Confirmation. This journey has roots in the early Church. OCIA meetings include interactive discussions
about the different aspects of the Catholic faith. Together, we can question and support each other as we seek
to learn more about what it means to be Christian and Catholic. Our meetings are led by parishioners, and
we often have special guests who present on topics related to our Catholic faith.

Last year, 23 adults participated in OCIA at Ascension and received sacraments at the Easter Vigil in April.
OCIA at Ascension meets every Tuesday night at 7 PM, beginning September 9% 2025. Meetings last about
an hour and a half. We have meetings in both Spanish and English. Please join us for what promises to be a
spiritually rewarding journey.

Este afio, la Iglesia universal ha celebrado el Afio Jubilar de la Esperanza anunciado por el Papa Francisco
en mayo de 2024. La cita anterior procede de su anuncio sobre el Afio Jubilar. Los afios jubilares ordinarios
se celebran cada 25 afios en la Iglesia y tienen un tema especial. Por lo general, son un periodo en el que se
invita a los fieles a la renovacién espiritual, la peregrinacién y la reconciliacién.
